· Purpose:
(1) Improve the quality of new teachers working in high-need districts and high need schools
(2) Create a successful and high-quality model Baccalaureate Teacher Preparation program

(3) May include a leadership component to train

a. Superintendents

b. Principals

c. Early childhood educator program directors

d. Other school leaders in high need districts

(4) Support development of digital education content

(5) Improve the quality of teacher preparation programs

(6) Enhance the quality of pre-service training for prospective teachers

· Eligible applicants:
An eligible grant applicant is a partnership that includes, at a minimum: 
(1) A high-need local educational agency (LEA); 
(2) A high-need school or a consortium of high-need schools served by the high-need LEA and/or, as applicable, a high-need early childhood education program; (3) A partner institution of higher education; 
(4) A school, department, or program of education within such partner institution, which may include an existing teacher professional development program with proven outcomes within a four-year institution of higher education that provides intensive and sustained collaboration between faculty and LEAs consistent with the requirements of the law; and 
(5) A school or department of arts and sciences within such partner institution. 
The partnership may also include the governor of the state, a business. and other types of educational entities, e.g., state board of education, charter school, or teacher organization. Definitions and other more detailed information on eligibility requirements are provided in the Higher Education Opportunity Act, Title II, Part A.
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
