	Funding Purposes
	The primary purpose of the Enhancing Education Through Technology initiative is to improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in elementary and secondary schools.  The program is also intended to assist all students in crossing the digital divide by ensuring that every student is technologically literate by the time the student finishes the eighth grade.  In support of those key purposes, the program encourages the effective integration of instructional learning tools and systems with training and curriculum development at the classroom level.  Projects that are funded are expected to identify and incorporate research-based instructional methods that can be widely implemented as best practices.  (A more detailed description of specific program purposes is provided under the Federal  Requirements section of this RFP)  

	Funding Priorities
	EETT entitlement funding is distributed to eligible Local Education Agencies on a formulated basis using proportions established in conjunction with Part A of the federal Title I program.   Applications for funding are approved upon satisfactory completion of   minimum informational, technical, and strategic planning requirements.  EETT entitlement applications are not evaluated on a point scale with established evaluation criteria (as is the done in the competitive EETT Part II component of the program).               

	Support for Reading Initiative
	Projects may target the acquisition of various instructional systems and software appropriate to reading instruction.  Projects will also support the purchase of equipment and network improvements needed to effectively run such software.  Training in the use and application of technology to support reading instruction is another primary way that projects will support Florida’s broad-based reading improvement initiatives. EETT projects must be supported with research which has been conducted in a rigorous and scientific manner.            

	Reporting on Outcomes
	Interim progress and final project evaluation reports are required of all EETT project recipients.  Reporting is structured under identifiable project Focus Areas within designated organizational and resource STRANDS.  Any data elements required to complete federal performance reporting must be provided by subgrantees upon request.  Recipients are also expected to participate in the FLDOE STaR Survey (which collects school level information on classroom technology use/integration, access to tech resources, Internet use, tech support strategies, etc.  http://www.doe.firn.edu/edtech/sr/trs/index.html).

	The EETT Grant Program serves as a catalyst for innovation and change.  The initiative provides critical technology program financial support necessary for effective technology planning, technology integration, digital content infusion, and “technology literacy” measurement. The program also supports exemplary practice dissemination initiatives coordinated by the FLDOE Office of Educational Technology.  Presentations are given to members of the Florida Council of Instructional Technology Leaders (FCITL), other professional organizations, and at the annual Florida Educational Technology Conference. ENHANCING EDUCATION THROUGH TECHNOLOGY
PROGRAM OVERVIEW 

This RFA/amendment guidance documents the procedures necessary to seek entitlement funding though the federal Enhancing Education Through Technology initiative.  This formula-based component of the program is identified as EETT PART I.   EETT PART II is used to identify the competitive component of the program (which will be administered through a separate RFP for the 2004-05 program year).  The Office of Educational Technology strongly encourages districts to use all EETT grant funds in a coordinated and complementary manner to achieve the ambitious long-term goals of the program.  Under the 2004-05 EETT grant program, approximately $29.3 million is projected to be available to eligible school districts.  Approximately $14.6 million is projected to be available under the   entitlement component of the program.  EETT district entitlement allocations are based on Title I-Part A proportions.  An equal amount will be available to eligible school districts under the competitive component of the program. Supplemental program information, technical assistance resources, and technology plan review/approval procedures are available to prospective applicants and current program participants on the FLDOE Office of Educational Technology website: http://www.doe.firn.edu/edtech
ENHANCING EDUCATION THROUGH TECHNOLOGY FUNDING IS INTENDED TO SUPPORT ACHIEVEMENT OF THE FOLLOWING BROAD PROGRAM GOALS:  

· Improve student academic achievement through the use of technology in elementary and secondary schools.

· Assist all students in crossing the digital divide by ensuring that every student is technologically literate by the end of the eighth grade.

· Encourage the effective integration of technology resources and systems through teacher training, curriculum development, and by incorporating successful research-based instructional methods that can be widely implemented as best practices (full technology integration in all schools expected by December 31, 2006). 

SPECIFIC PROGRAM PURPOSES

· To support the development and implementation of comprehensive educational technology programs within the State that will be effective in improving student academic achievement.

· To encourage the establishment or expansion of initiatives (including initiatives involving public-private partnerships) that are designed to increase access to technology, particularly in high-need schools.

· Enhancing access to modern instructional technologies, online training resources, quality educational content, and standards-based assessment systems for teachers and students (particularly disadvantaged students) through improved system interconnections and more robust connectivity linkages.

· Using technology to promote parental involvement and foster better communication among students, parents, teachers, and administrators concerning curricula, assignments, and assessments.

Participation in the Florida NCLB:EETT Grant Program requires that an eligible Local Education Agency (LEA/school district) maintain a comprehensive long-range strategic educational technology plan which is consistent with Florida’s Educational Technology Plan. Ongoing review and monitoring of the LEA’s local long-range strategic educational technology plan is expected of each program participant.  Local plans must address program planning requirements in a detailed and comprehensive manner.  This important program directive is intended to support improvements in educational technology program planning and coordination at all levels.  OET staff and Educational Technology Integration (ETI) consultants are committed to supporting school districts as they work to improve the local technology planning process. Technology plan review findings and/or recommendations will be available to all program participants in conjunction with the formal plan approval process.  If local ed tech plan deficiencies are identified, plan revisions must be addressed in a timely manner by program participants.   
	Efforts are ongoing in OET to assist districts in addressing NCLB:EETT accountability expectations.  Key OET initiatives involve promoting the incorporation of appropriate educational technology standards, identification and dissemination of effective measurement methods, development of practical technology integration tracking tools/instruments, and exemplary practice development/modeling. To obtain a waiver of the PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT FUNDS USE DIRECTIVE, the applicants long-range technology plan must address professional development in a comprehensive manner. An NCLB:EETT applicant may supplement information provided in the LEA’s technology plan with narrative material describing (in detail) staff development programs, activities, and opportunities currently available to teachers and staff within the district.  Documentation must provide evidence that the LEA monitors technology proficiency and literacy levels on a regular basis, and has developed clear standards and developmental levels.  Submission of a waiver request with regard to this key EETT program funds use expectation may delay approval of an EETT application and should be submitted only under very special circumstances.  Approval of an EETT Professional Development Funds Allocation Waiver does not release the district from meeting future federal reporting obligations related to projects funded with federal Enhancing Education Through Technology funds.  All waiver requests must include a signed cover sheet (Attachment A) and should be submitted with EETT PART I entitlement application materials. (PLEASE DO NOT SUBMIT A PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT WAIVER REQUEST WITH A COMPETITIVE EETT PART II PROPOSAL).
