FEDERAL NCLB:TITLE II-D ENHANCING EDUCATION THROUGH TECHNOLOGY (EETT) GRANT PROGRAM 
PLAN DEVELOPMENT
District technology plan development and review work occurs throughout the year in an effort to address federal program participation requirements as well as to meet local district and state level planning needs.
PLAN CONTENT AND MAINTENANCE EXPECTATIONS
Both EETT Entitlement Application options (program-specific and consolidated) have been structured to strengthen alignment of local program activities with Florida Instructional Technology Goals (http://www.flinnovates.org/goals.html). A district participating in the Title II-D Grant Program provides a formal assurance within the entitlement application that their technology plan will be updated to include specific fiscal year program planning information. Essential District Technology Plan Components are maintained on a Department of Education website (http://www.fldoe.org/BII/Instruct_Tech/Planning/local.asp). Essential Component #11 addresses inclusion of a district’s entitlement application into the local technology plan. Failure to maintain an up-to-date local technology plan which effectively addresses EETT program planning expectations can result in program monitoring citations and may delay or prevent issuance of grant award notifications.  
PLAN SUBMISSION AND REVIEW
The Title II-D program does not require a district to annually submit a technology plan to the Department of Education for formal review. However, the Department may request access to current district technology plan documentation to facilitate official program monitoring activities. A district participating in the Title II-D program may request that their current plan be reviewed by the Department to determine if it fully addresses program expectations. Technology plans may be submitted to the FDOE Title II-D Program Office pending formal governing body approval. A District Technology Plan Submission Sheet should be used to document the current local approval status of a plan document and to provide relevant contact information (http://www.fldoe.org/BII/Instruct_Tech/downloads/SubmissionSheet.doc). When a technology plan is submitted for review pending board approval, the Title II-D Program Office recommends that the district follow-up and obtain formal local approval of the plan (as soon as practical). Resubmission of a district technology plan to the Title II-D Program Office after formal governing body approval has been given is not necessary (unless substantive changes are incorporated into a plan document after submission). As district technology planning is typically a very involved and dynamic process (occurring at different times in different districts), the Department permits submission of updated planning documents at any time.   
TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE 

The Department of Education is committed to helping school districts comply with federal grant program participation requirements. District staff who would like assistance in the area of technology planning are encouraged to contact the Title II-D/EETT Program Office (http://www.fldoe.org/BII/Instruct_Tech/EETT/). Program support personnel will be happy to discuss available assistance options. Conducting onsite face-to-face assistance is not always practical, but advisement through e-mail and telephone consultation is available anytime during the year. Every effort will be made to assist districts challenged by current EETT program planning expectations. In addition to Department personnel, Educational Technology Integrators (ETIs) with special expertise can also provide direct assistance to districts in the area of instructional technology planning and proposal design. ETI personnel are supported through an ongoing technical assistance project targeting districts with limited local resources.
