Approach:	 ¡Avancemos! is a complete multi-level, articulated program designed for middle school and high school students of Spanish. The author team, comprised 
of Estela Gahala, Patricia Carlin, Audrey Heining-Boynton, Ricardo Otheguy, and Barbara Rupert, has extensive teaching and writing experience. In 
addition, these authors have made major contributions to the language teaching profession. The ¡Avancemos! program is fully aligned with both the 
Florida Sunshine State Standards, and the National Standards. The program offers an ample array of FCAT support. 
¡Avancemos! was developed as a result of extensive quantitative and qualitative research with practicing Spanish teachers from Florida and the rest of 
the United States. Based on this research, ¡Avancemos! (a) integrates culture as a cornerstone for meaningful communication; (b) provides clear goals, 
careful sequencing, and leveled activities that make practice purposeful; and (c) provides multiple opportunities for language learning that lasts through 
frequent and regular checkpoints within each lesson, as well as at the end of each lesson and unit. Language retention is further supported with the 
cumulative review following each unit, and the frequent recycling of previously-learned material, both within and between levels of the program.

In addition to the Cultural Comparisons, photos, realia, and more extended cultural readings (Lectura and Lectura cultural), there is a self-contained, 
free-standing bank of culture mini-lessons located at the front of the student textbook. These mini lessons are easily accessible at any time during the 
school year. In Level 2, the mini lessons focus on musical genres from around the Spanish-speaking world, e.g., Salsa, Cumbia, Flamenco, Tango, etc. 
Each of the twelve culture mini lessons can be used independently and in any desired order. 
The ¡Avancemos! program is carefully designed to provide well-articulated, purposeful practice. At the beginning of each presentation of new material a 
goal is clearly stated. These goals are always marked with an ¡Avanza! icon to help the student understand what he or she must achieve. Practice is 
presented in a variety of formats to accommodate every learning style.
