Parent Checklist Rubric:
· Serves intended purpose (i.e. checklist provides parent information of parent behaviors that promote student achievement) 

· Parent-friendly context

· Based on current research

· Contents of Checklist include tips for strengthening-

· Child’s academic progress (with emphasis on reading)

· Citizenship/social skills/respectfulness (character ed elements)

· Communication between school and home

· Checklist was sent home to all parents

Reporting to the DOE:
· Assurance that above criteria were met relative to Parent Guide, School Board Rule development and Parent Checklist

· Compliance with other areas of the Act including-

· Specific parents are notified in grades one, two or three of their child’s reading deficiency

· Staff development topic of working effectively with parents included as part of implementation of Dale Hickam Excellent Teaching Program
