 Florida begins the work of implementing COMMON CORE STATE STANDARDS AND ASSESSMENTS
 Florida Department of Education
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Florida’s Common Core State Standards (represented as CCSS) Implementation Timeline
There will be full implementation of CCSS for all content areas in Kindergarten in the 2011-2012 school year. Grade 1 will be included in 2012-2013, Grade 2 in 2013-2014, Grades 3 through 12 in 2014-2015.

To support the transition to the CCSS, blended instruction of CCSS with Next Generation Sunshine State Standards (represented as NGSSS) in grades 3 through 12 in the 2013-2014 school year.

Beginning in the 2011-2012 school year, there will be full implementation of content area literacy standards including text complexity, quality and range in all grades K through 12 implementation of CCSS Literacy Standards in History/Social Studies, Science, and Technical Subjects in grades 6 through 12. 

The last year that the NGSSS will be assessed using FCAT 2.0 will in the 2013-2014 school year.
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COMMON CORE STATE STANDARDS & ASSESSMENTS TIMELINE – A National Overview

In 2009-2010, the RTTT competition was announced, CCSS in English/Language Arts (ELA) & Math were published, and 25 states, including Florida, joined the Partnership for the Assessment of Readiness for College and Careers (PARCC)
In 2010-2011, approximately 40 states adopted CCSS, including Florida; Florida won $700 million RTTT award, and summative and formative assessment design got underway.

In 2012-2013, through-course assessments (assessments that are given in stages throughout the school year) will be available for pilot use
In 2014-2015, PARCC Summative Assessments become operational
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NEXT GENERATION STANDARDS, ASSESSMENT & ACCOUNTABILITY TIMELINE – Florida Preparation

In 2006-2007, Florida aligned instructional materials adoption with standards adoption, the state funded district comprehensive reading plans, and school accountability measures were adjusted to include the of gains of the lowest 25% of students in reading and mathematics. 

In 2007-2008, voluntary Prekindergarten Standards became available for adoption, Reading and Language Arts Sunshine State Standards were adopted and rated B by the Fordham Institute, Next Generation Mathematics Standards were adopted and rated A by the Fordham Institute. Also, Florida implemented the Merit Award Program, and work began at the STEM Research Center to support K12 instruction.

In 2008-2009, Florida formalized Next Generation Standards Adoption Process, Differentiated Accountability was codified, and Florida standardization the calculation of the  high school graduation rate. Also, Florida joined the American Diploma Project, and Reading Teacher Competencies for Reading Endorsement were approved.

In 2009-2010, Next Generation High School Accountability was implemented, legislation was passed increasing high school graduation requirements to college-ready standards, and the  Common Core State Standards were adopted by Florida. Also, Florida won a $700 million RTTT award, with $140 million dedicated to implementation of CCSS and support tools. Lastly, Florida implemented FAIR diagnostic reading assessments in grades K-12.

COMMON CORE STATE STANDARDS & ASSESSMENTS TIMELINE – Florida Actions

In 2010-2011, procurement is underway for contractors to build formative K-8 assessment systems for reading K-8 and Mathematics K-3, as well as for contractors for interim assessments. Procurement is also underway for contractors to build student tutorial and teacher standards database tool. Instructional coaches have been hired, and RTTT Districts implemented lesson study in low performing schools. In this year, Florida’s Teacher Quality Bill passed through the state Legislature.

In 2011-2012, high school grades content-level CCSS tutorials will be available for student use. 
Districts will provide professional development on CCSS, and CCSS will be fully implemented in Kindergarten. The Virtual Curriculum Marketplace will be populated with CCSS materials, and student tutorial and teacher standards database will be implemented. By the end of the school year, a study on the quality, density and complexity of instructional materials will be completed.

In 2012-2013, middle grades content-level CCSS tutorials will be available for student use.
K-5 ELA and Mathematics instructional materials that are aligned to CCSS will be adopted, and a professional development program for pre-service and practicing teachers will be implemented.
Districts will support lesson study to provide professional development on CCSS , and the CCSS will be fully implemented in grades K-1.

In 2013-2014, elementary grades content-level CCSS tutorials will be available for student use.
A teacher standards tool will be available that includes all RTTT-developed resources. Grades 
6-12 ELA and Mathematics instructional materials aligned to CCSS will be adopted. District professional development systems will be aligned to lesson study and CCSS. The CCSS will be fully implemented in K-2, and formative and interim assessments will be available. Also in this school year, new teacher certification exams will be used for PreK -12 English and Mathematics content areas. A limited pilot of certain PARCC components will be conducted in select districts. 

In 2014-2015, the Teacher Quality Bill requires all districts to fully implement revised salary schedules. The CCSS will be fully implemented in grades K-12, and 3,000 model lessons and lesson study toolkits on using data available. Florida students will take CCSS-aligned PARCC Summative Assessments in mathematics and ELA in grades 3-11. 
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FLORIDA’S COMMON CORE RESOURCES
For the Common Core State Standards, Florida will produce an updated teacher standards database, and will adopt aligned instructional materials. The focus of these products will be on model lessons and web-based access to all RTTT teacher tools. The timeline for this work is 
2011-2015.

Florida will develop and provide web-based Common Core Student Tutorials. The tutorial availability is as follows:

2011: High School Courses

2012: Elementary Courses

2013: Middle School Courses

2014: Mini-assessments
Florida will develop and provide formative assessments in reading and mathematics that will consist of high-quality classroom tasks for quick feedback on learning. The timeline for availability is as follows:

2011-12: Grades K-3 mathematics
2013-14: Grades K-8 reading

To assist districts in developing interim assessment test items and assessments, Florida will develop and make available to districts and schools an interim assessment item bank and platform. The system will provide a sample of test items, a test builder, test delivery & scoring for district and school use in ELA, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, and Spanish in grades K-12. In 2012-13, test items will be available to districts and schools. In 2013-14, the complete technology system will be available to districts and schools. 
In 2013-2014, FAIR assessments will be aligned to the CCSS, and the Florida Assessment for Instruction in Mathematics (FAIM) will be developed. These will provide additional CCSS-aligned interim assessments in reading and mathematics.

In 2013-2014, summative PARCC assessments, including EOCs, in 
 English/language arts & mathematics will be field-tested in all PARCC states in grades 3-11. These tests will be operational in 2014-2015.

Beginning in 2013, Florida will implement Revised Certification Subject Area Examinations for the FTCE. These STEM- and Common Core-related examinations will be aligned to NGSSS/CCSS/FEAPs, will exhibit increased rigor in the content, and will address content-specific pedagogy. 

The timeline for implementation of the new certification is as follows:

2013: PreKindergarten-3, Elementary grades K-6, Mathematics grades 5-9 and 6-12, Biology, Chemistry, Physics grades 6-12, General Science grades 5-9, and professional education. 

2014: English grades 5-9 and 6-12.
In the area of professional development, two resources will be piloted in 2012-2013 and will be available statewide in 2013-2014.  These are Lesson Study Toolkits for CCSS and the accompanying teacher use of data. The focus of these toolkits and data is to support educators’ continuous improvement of instruction in primary, intermediate, middle, and high school grades.

Throughout the implementation period of 2011-2015, Reading and STEM coaches throughout the state will provide instructional support for teachers in low performing schools.

Lastly in the area of professional development, pre-service and practicing teachers statewide will be able to access professional development modules on CCSS to assist in the implementation of standards and to receive training on the utilization of teacher tools. The modules will be available for use in 2013.
