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Education for Homeless Children and Youth
· $70,000,000 for Education for Homeless Children and Youth under McKinney-Vento Act
· Funds will be allocated to each state in proportion to the number of homeless students identified during 2007-08 relative to the number of children identified nationally during that school year.
· Florida will allocate funds on a formula based on the number of homeless students in each LEA.
· Funds may be used to:
· Defray the excess cost of transportation for homeless students not otherwise provided through federal, state, or local funding 

· Extraordinary or emergency assistance needed to enable homeless children and youths to attend school.

· Services and assistance to attract, engage, and retain homeless children and youths and unaccompanied youth in public school programs and services provided to nonhomeless children and youths.

· Professional development and other activities that are designed to heighten the understanding and sensitivity of personnel to the needs of homeless children and youths, their rights, and the specific educational needs of runaway and homeless youths.

· Programs coordinating services provided by schools and other agencies to eligible students in order to expand and enhance such services.  

· Payment of fees and costs associated with tracking, obtaining, and transferring records necessary for the enrollment of students in school.  

· Provision of supplies to non-school facilities serving eligible students.

· Provision of school supplies to eligible students at shelters, temporary housing facilities, and other locations as appropriate.

· Tutoring, supplemental instruction, and other educational services. 

· Expedited evaluations of eligible students to measure their strengths and needs.  

· Referrals of eligible students to medical, dental, mental, and other health services.

· Developmentally appropriate early childhood education programs for homeless children of preschool age that are not provided through other federal, state, or local funds.

· Before and after school programs, mentoring, and summer programs for homeless children and youth. 

· Education and training programs for parents of homeless children and youth regarding the rights their children have as homeless individuals and regarding the educational and other resources available to their children.

· Student services programs providing violence prevention counseling and referrals to such counseling.

· Programs addressing the particular needs of eligible students that may arise from domestic violence.
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
