


The 2009 National Assessment of Educational Progress in Florida:

Participation of Students with Disabilities and 
English Language Learners
The National Assessment of Educational Progress (NAEP) is a congressionally mandated project overseen by the National Center for Education Statistics (NCES) to continuously monitor the knowledge, skills, and performance of the nation’s children and youth.  Authorized by Congress in 1969, NAEP is the only ongoing nationally representative measure of what students in the United States know and can do in various subject areas.  NAEP is based on frameworks established by the National Assessment Governing Board (NAGB). 
It is important that as many of Florida’s students with disabilities (SDs) and English language learners (ELLs) as possible are included in NAEP.  The goal of NAEP is to have an inclusive assessment to represent the performance of all students.  Florida has a history of being inclusive in NAEP and of having high performance among SD and ELL students.  
Guidelines

· All students who participate in the FCAT should participate in NAEP using NAEP accommodations as appropriate.

· Only SD students who participate in the Florida Alternate Assessment may be excluded from any NAEP assessment.  These students should be coded as “excluded” on the front of the NAEP 2009 Students with Disabilities (SD) Questionnaire.

· Only ELL students who have been enrolled in U.S. schools for less than twelve months may be excluded from the NAEP reading assessment.  These students should be coded as “excluded” on the front of the NAEP 2009 English Language Learner (ELL) Questionnaire.
· All ELL students are expected to participate in the NAEP mathematics and science assessments.
· Schools do not need to make IEP/LEP Student Assessment Participation Plan/Section 504 Plan changes for NAEP. 

NAEP ELL and SD Questionnaires and the Pre-Assessment Visit

Early in January 2009, you will receive questionnaires for each SD and ELL student chosen to participate in NAEP. The questionnaires are to be completed by the school personnel most knowledgeable about how these students are tested on the FCAT, such as special educators on IEP/504 Plan teams and/or ELL teachers who typically make testing and accommodation decisions for ELL students.  The questionnaires include a decision tree that aids the decision-making process for these students.  IEP teams should consult selected students’ IEP documents to review previous decisions made regarding whether to include and how to accommodate the student on NAEP. 

It is very important that data regarding Florida students is collected in a consistent manner.  Please follow these guidelines as you complete the NAEP Student with Disabilities (SD) Questionnaire and/or English Language Learner (ELL) Questionnaire.
1. Please note that all information on the questionnaire is related only to the one subject area for NAEP testing.  Please do not include accommodations that are used for other content areas.

2. The questionnaire can be completed either online at www.naepq.com or by using the hard copy questionnaire.  The individual completing the online version must submit the information from the front cover of the hard copy questionnaire.

3. The Florida Department of Education expects that most SD and ELL students will be included in NAEP.

4. Only students with disabilities who participate in the Florida Alternate Assessment may be excluded from the NAEP reading assessment.
5. Only ELL students who have been enrolled in U.S. schools for less than twelve months may be excluded from any NAEP assessment.

6. NAEP is a timed test.  Students with disabilities who receive additional time on a routine basis in the classroom and on other assessments are allowed the extended time accommodation on NAEP tests.  SD and ELL students in Florida may have this NAEP accommodation even though it may not be written in an IEP/LEP Student Assessment Participation Plan/Section 504 Plan.
7. Since NAEP is a low-stakes assessment that does not report student-level data, the Individual with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) requires neither that a student’s IEP address appropriate accommodations for NAEP nor that all of the accommodations on the IEP for state- and district-wide assessments be used in the administration of NAEP. 

In mid-January, a NAEP representative will visit your school for the preassessment visit (PAV) to make final arrangements for the assessment, including how students who receive accommodations will be assessed.  It is important that the SD and ELL questionnaires be completed by appropriate school staff before the NAEP representative visits the school.

Comparison of FCAT/NAEP Allowable Accommodations

Several accommodations provided on our Florida assessments are not necessary for NAEP because of the way it is administered.  For example:

· Write answers in test booklet:  On NAEP, all students write responses in assessment booklets, not on separate answer sheets.

· Read directions aloud:  On NAEP, the directions are read aloud to all students.

· Assessment over several days:  The administration of NAEP lasts about 90 minutes total. This includes time spent distributing and collecting booklets, reading directions, and completing student background questionnaires.  The actual test items are administered to students in two 25-minute sections for a total of 50 minutes. Given the brevity of the assessment, testing must be completed in one day. 

NAEP offers many of the accommodations allowed on the FCAT. The attached tables describe the accommodations allowable on the FCAT and indicate whether or not they are provided with NAEP.  The tables offer guidance for differences between NAEP and FCAT allowable accommodations.
