Who will take NAEP?  NAEP 2007-2008 will be administered to a nation-wide sample of students, including some in Florida.  Michele Sonnenfeld, Florida’s NAEP State Coordinator, will notify the District Superintendents and the District Coordinators of Assessment by late May of the schools in their districts chosen to participate.  
What will NAEP assess?  NAEP 2007-2008 will include a Long-term Trend Assessment in Mathematics and Reading for 9-, 13-, and 17-year-old students; Field Tests in Mathematics, Reading, and Science at Grades 4, 8 and 12; and an Arts assessment in Grade 8 in visual arts and music.
