Funded School District Tobacco Grant Projects
The 2007-08 Tobacco Prevention and Intervention Teacher Training Project request for proposals were issued in late spring.  The purpose of the grant is to provide teacher training, research, and evaluation focused on tobacco prevention/intervention.  Public school districts were invited to apply for the year-long grant worth up to $60,000 per award.  Districts in recent years have been given the opportunity to apply for up to two years of additional funding through a non-competitive awards process in order to continue and enhance their current projects.  This year’s second year participants applied for up to $50,000 and third year participants applied for up to $35,000.  
Below is a snapshot of what each of the districts receiving funding plan to do to meet their training needs as well as the needs of their students. 2007-08 Tobacco Prevention and Intervention Teacher Training Project Grant Summaries

First Year – Competitive Grants

Gadsden

Training, support, and resources pertaining to tobacco use prevention and intervention will be infused into the physical and intellectual positive actions for a healthy body and mind classroom curriculum.  One hundred thirty-seven kindergarten through twelfth-grade instructional staff and school-based administrators will receive tobacco use prevention and intervention training to be incorporated in the classroom curriculum during the 2007-08 school year. Approximately 1,546 students will be impacted by this project.  Trainings to include: tobacco use prevention education and intervention, utilizing evidence based teaching resources, character education, and refusal strategies.

Hillsborough

A total of 110 middle and high school teachers will be trained to implement tobacco prevention and intervention programs in classrooms and schools of Hillsborough County Public Schools. Twenty-five thousand students are projected to be impacted by this project. Three components of the project involve foundational training, application training, and focus training which includes: one-to-one in-depth trainings; training of trainers; follow-up activities that demonstrate transfer of knowledge; and alignment of tobacco use prevention and intervention education with core disciplines for curriculum integration.

Lake

Successful Tobacco Education and Prevention (STEP) will “help Lake County students STEP in the right direction” as they make choices affecting their futures. Eighty-three elementary and secondary educators who implement tobacco prevention programs in Lake County Schools’ classrooms will receive a multi-faceted training in various curricula including Too Good for Drugs; Discovery Health Connection’s Get Real About Tobacco; and Ascent Cessation program during the 2007-08 school year.  Additionally, supplemental developmental asset training will be provided.  An estimated 4,230 students will be impacted by this project.  Trainings to include:  tobacco use prevention education, tobacco intervention, curriculum infusion plan writing, developmental asset, and the updating of tobacco information on the district’s web site.

Two Blackboard on-line tobacco prevention education training courses will be targeted to ninety elementary grade and Physical Education teachers; eighteen middle school health and Physical Education teachers; and twelve Family Consumer Science and Physical Education teachers at the high school level.  Also, targeted are other interested teachers and guidance counselors.  Up to 10,890 students will be impacted by this project.  The teacher trainings include: tobacco prevention education, on-line videos, quizzes, discussion boards, review of standards, pre/post surveys, and reporting on implementation.

The research-based tobacco prevention program, Science, Tobacco and You, will be integrated into the sixth grade curriculum district-wide. Fifty-six sixth grade science teachers will receive tobacco prevention training and resources during the 2007-08 school year. This project is likely to impact approximately 6,500 students.  The teacher trainings include:  tobacco use prevention education as it relates to science and health; incorporating a classroom library component; and web-based support.

Tobacco prevention education training will be provided for all fifty kindergarten through elementary grade-level teachers at the new elementary school scheduled to open the beginning of the 2007 school year, as well as seven selected middle school s.  In addition, a maximum of thirty selected school based staff will receive training on the usage of Discovery Health Connection, a web-based curriculum resource and essential part of the overall tobacco prevention education.  These trainings will supply teachers and other school based staff with the knowledge, skills, and resources needed to effectively implement this project and impact roughly 16,440 students.  Trainings to include:  tobacco prevention education, tobacco education curriculum integration, and web-based technology resources.

Second Year – Non-Competitive Grant

North East Florida Education Consortium
Seven regional trainings will be provided to seventy elementary school teachers (second - fifth grade),   thirty middle and high school English, Science, Health Science, and Physical Education teachers (sixth – twelfth grade) throughout the North East Florida Educational Consortium (NEFEC) districts.  Teachers will be trained to implement a literature-based approach tobacco prevention and intervention project. In addition, this year’s continuation project will be expanded to provide training to all member districts of NEFEC as well as the addition of the human growth and development science-based approach tobacco prevention training targeted for school nurses and secondary health science teachers. Furthermore, trainings are also open to guidance counselors and reading coaches.  Trainings to include:  tobacco use prevention education, tobacco intervention, reading strategies, and classroom application.

Third Year – Non-Competitive Grants

Bay
Three types of tobacco prevention/intervention trainings will be continued from Bay’s previously funded tobacco project, with no new programs added.  Trainings during 2007-2008 will target a minimum of forty-four teachers and staff in expanding the number of teachers qualified to implement quality tobacco prevention and intervention programs along with strengthening an established cadre of skilled tobacco prevention educators.  Site-based needs will guide principals in selecting teachers and other staff members to be trained to implement tobacco prevention programs with their students.  Guidance counselors and 3rd – 8th grade teachers will be recruited for the Life Skills Training.  Also, middle and high school health, social studies and/or drop-out prevention teachers, and paraprofessionals will be trained as tobacco prevention cadre members. Further, in-school suspension teachers, counselors, volunteers and the School Resource Officers/School Resource Deputies who issue the tobacco citations on campuses will be targeted for the Not-On-Tobacco teen smoking cessation training.  Trainings to include:  tobacco prevention education, tobacco intervention, current tobacco advertising strategies, and publishing a district anthology of selected student writings on tobacco topics.

Broward

The 2007-08 continuation project empowers 100 elementary school teachers from 25 elementary schools to deliver a comprehensive integrated tobacco prevention education model through a day long training in the Teach and Talk Tobacco Free Curriculum, integrated into the Spoga4Kids™, a yoga type physical activity program.  As part of an integrated tobacco prevention program, this physical activity which is age-appropriate for younger students, will help them maintain focus throughout the day, reduce stress, and prepare their minds for academic achievement.  An online conference center will be established through the District’s e-mail for follow-up/support. Trainings to include: tobacco prevention education, use of physical activity component materials, delivery of integrated lessons and supplemental materials, and administration of evaluation instruments.

Continued funding for this project affords the Clay County School District the opportunity to increase the number of trained teachers and resource prevention educators to implement effective tobacco prevention and intervention programs in their classrooms and schools. Thirty-six Media/Network Specialists throughout the district will have the opportunity to receive specific training to provide support to fifty elementary and secondary teachers for use of the Discovery Health Connection web-based educational resource in the classroom. Twelve Health /Prevention Educators as well as school resource officers and student assistance counselors who deliver substance abuse prevention education, including tobacco prevention education, will be initially trained or receive a training update in the proven effective substance abuse prevention program Too Good for Drugs.  Trainings to include:  tobacco prevention education, substance abuse prevention education, and web-base curriculum resource.

Tobacco prevention educational services will be expanded during the 2007-08 school year in Pinellas County Schools through trainings offered to ninety-three teachers in order to establish and maintain a skilled cadre of elementary, middle, and high school teachers who consistently deliver comprehensive tobacco use prevention education using a wide range of resources to meet the needs of diverse students.  Training using the web-based Discovery Health Connection’s tobacco use prevention education materials and resources will be a key part of the trainings.  As part of tobacco intervention, teachers will also be trained in the use of cessation resources brochures which will be reprinted and disseminated to their students. Trainings to include tobacco use prevention education, tobacco intervention resources, technology, and equipment use.

This year’s continuation project involves implementing tobacco prevention education teacher training in strategies and methodologies using Project Towards No Tobacco (TNT) and Discovery Health Connection (DHC), as well as increasing the focus to include academic teachers who can integrate these curricula within their subject.  Training will be offered to a minimum of thirty-five fifth through twelfth grade guidance counselors, Physical Education, Health-related, and other interested academic teachers, plus non-instructional staff such as School Resource Officers.  A one-day combined TNT and DHC training will be offered to continue building the cadre of trained staff in tobacco prevention curricula.  Furthermore, a one-day advanced TNT modeling training will be offered to those who have previously been trained in TNT but who have not implemented the program.  Those who have been trained in TNT and/or DHC will also be offered training in how to use media resources such as podcasting to integrate tobacco use prevention into their classes.  Students will benefit by learning how to use media to create anti-tobacco messages that can be used in school-wide and community prevention marketing strategies.  Trainings to include:  tobacco prevention education, technology, web-based resources, podcasting, and other multimedia resources.
