2010 School Health Profiles Fact Sheet
The School Health Profiles (Profiles) is a system of surveys that assists state and local education and health agencies in monitoring:

· Health education
· Physical education 

· School health polices related to HIV infection/AIDS, tobacco-use prevention, and nutrition
· Asthma management activities
· Family and community involvement in school health programs
During the spring of 2010, the Florida Department of Education (DOE), Bureau of Curriculum and Instruction’s Office of Healthy Schools mailed Profiles surveys to both principal and lead health education teachers at 446 regular and charter middle and high public schools containing any one of grades 6 through 12.  Of the surveys received, 82% were usable from both the principal and lead health education teacher providing Florida with weighted data for the 2010 Profiles administration. As a result of this, Florida also attained trend data from Profiles surveys conducted in 2006, 2008, and 2010. 
Examples of 2010 Profiles Survey Results: 
Principal survey results show 87.2% of schools currently have someone who oversees or coordinates school health and safety programs and activities; 46.3% of schools have one or more than one group (e.g., health council, committee, or team) that offers guidance on the development of policies or coordinates activities on health topics; and 43.9% of schools have a full-time registered nurse who provides health services to students. 
Teacher survey results show 73.4% of schools require instruction in health education for students in any of grades 6-12; and 59.1% of schools have a lead health education teacher who is certified by the state to teach health education in middle or high school.
Profiles data are useful in a number of ways such as:

· Improving school health policies and programs
· Assessing how schools address the health and safety needs of their students
· Identifying health education topics and skills that are taught
· Identifying family and community involvement in school health programs

· Planning for professional development  
The Profiles questionnaires were developed by the Division of Adolescent and School Health, National Center for Chronic Disease Prevention and Health Promotion, Centers for Disease Control and Prevention in collaboration with representatives of state, local, and territorial departments of education and health.  Profiles are conducted biennially by education and health agencies among middle and high school principals and lead health education teachers.
