The committee shall consider the student's educational records and other
evidence as to whether the student should be able to pass the subtest under consideration. A waiver may be
recommended to the president upon majority vote of the committee. The president may approve or disapprove the
recommendation. The president may not approve a request which the committee has disapproved. If a waiver for a
given subtest is approved, the student's transcript shall include a statement that the student did not meet the
requirements of subsection (3) and that a waiver was granted.

1. The development of a program approval process to be

followed by the State Board of Education when considering

proposals for new baccalaureate degree programs that are designed

Lo meet the employment needs of Florida. Proposals for new

baccalaureate degree programs are not limited to proposals

designed to meet regional workforce needs.

2. The formulation of criteria for the transition of an

institution from a community college to a state college.

3. The development of a funding model for state colleges.

(b) A final report, including a status report on the

‘transition of the institutions participating in the pilot project

and recommendations on the issues outlined in paragraph (a),

shall be submitted to the State Board of Education, the President

of the Senate, the Speaker of the House of Representatives, and

the Florida College System Task Force by January 1, 2009.
Section 6. This act shall take effect July 1, 2008.
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
