CONTINUATION OF SERVICES—Not withstanding any other provision of this part— A child who ceases to be a migratory child during a school term shall be eligible for services until the end of such term; A child who is no longer a migratory child may continue to receive services for 1 (one) additional year, but only if comparable services are not available through other programs; and secondary school students who were eligible for services in secondary school may continue to be served through credit accrual programs until graduation.

Risk Analysis

**Method of Payment and DOE Forms
Cash Advance and Reporting of Disbursements System (CARDS) - Federal cash advances will be made by state warrant or electronic funds transfer (EFT) to a recipient for disbursements. For federally funded projects, requests for federal cash advance must be made on the CARDS system. If at times it is determined that disbursements will exceed the amount of cash on hand plus cash in transit, an on-line amendment can be made prior to the due date of the next federal cash advance distribution on the CARDS system.

 

All accounts, records, and other supporting documentation pertaining to all costs incurred shall be maintained for five years.  Supporting documentation for expenditures is required for all funding methods.  Examples of such documentation include but are not limited to the following: invoices with check numbers verifying payment, and/or bank statements; time and effort logs for staff, salary/benefits schedules for staff.  All or any supporting documentation must be available upon request.

DOE 100a and DOE101 - Complete applications including the DOE 101 (Budget Narrative Form) must be submitted via the web-based reporting system and be received no later than June 30, 2015. The DOE 100A must be submitted with original signature of the Superintendent in order for the application to be considered complete. The effective date of the application will be determined by the date the DOE 100A, with original signature, is received (date stamped) by the Bureau of Grants Management. Facsimile and email submissions of the DOE 100A will not be accepted. 
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
