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OUTSTANDING SCHOOL VOLUNTEER AWARD

The Outstanding School Volunteer Award recognizes a youth, an adult and a senior volunteer in each of Florida’s five reporting regions.  

Nomination Criteria

The Outstanding School Volunteer Award will be evaluated based on the following criteria:

I. Type of Contribution (50 points)
· Description of services performed and activities undertaken

· Need for services or activities performed

· Specific outcomes on student achievement (direct or indirect)

· Impact on school improvement (climate, behavior, attendance ….)

II. Character of Service (25 points)







· Creative, unusual or innovative characteristics of volunteer’s service

· Quality of service (accomplishments, effort put forth, obstacles to overcome)

III. Breadth of Volunteer Service (25 points)







· Number of years of volunteer service 

· Average hours of weekly volunteer service 

· Number of students benefiting (directly or indirectly)
