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Non-Promotions in Florida’s Public Schools, 2009-10
Background

As an indicator related to student achievement (pupil progression), the number of students who are not promoted to the next grade at the end of each school year can be a reflection of changes in curriculum requirements or changes in the student population itself. In addition, Florida school laws addressing student progression and the elimination of social promotion (s. 1008.25, F.S.) have an impact on the number and percentage of students who are not promoted at the end of each school year.

Each district school board establishes its own comprehensive program for student progression. School districts are required to set standards for evaluating each student's performance, including mastery of the Sunshine State Standards. These standards prescribe specific performance levels in reading, writing, science, and mathematics for each grade level. District student performance standards must also incorporate performance levels defined by the Commissioner of Education for statewide assessments. Students falling below these performance levels must receive remediation or be retained. Instruction for retained students must be within an intensive academic improvement program (AIP) that is different from the previous year's program and takes into account the student's learning style.  

Florida law assigns first priority for the allocation of remedial/supplemental instructional resources to students who are deficient in reading by the end of the third grade. If a student’s reading deficiency is not remedied by the end of the third grade, as demonstrated by scoring at level 2 or higher on the Reading portion of the third grade Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test (FCAT), the student must be retained. There are limited circumstances that must be approved by the district superintendent for exemptions from the mandatory retention.  

From 2001-02 to 2009-10, the number of non-promotions ranged from a low of 104,707 reported for 2009-10 to a high of 208,039 reported for 2002-03. Figure 1 shows year-to-year changes in the count of PK-12 non-promotions in Florida’s schools for the last nine years.

Non-Promotions by Grade

Non-promotions have been notable at the first and third grade levels in elementary schools, as well as for grades 9, 10, and 11 in high schools. In 2002-03, the increase in the number of students retained at the elementary level coincided with implementation of new state laws requiring mandatory retention of third-grade students who are not reading at grade level by the end of the school year. In 2002-03, the number of students retained in grades K-5 increased over the prior year by 71%, with third grade retentions alone increasing by 21,278, or 331%. In 2003-04, however, the total number of non-promotions declined slightly from the previous year, and this trend has continued through 2009-10.

Non-Promotions by Race

For 2009-10, the lowest percentage of non-promotions occurred for Asian/Pacific Islander students. Black students had the highest percentage of non-promotions. Figure 3 illustrates the number of non-promotions by race. Figure 4 depicts non-promotions as a percentage of October student membership by race.

Impact of Rising Curriculum and Assessment Standards

In recent years, Florida has implemented higher standards for student progression (e.g., FCAT Reading requirements for third-grade students and Algebra I curriculum requirements for ninth-grade students). Of special interest is the FCAT requirement for Florida’s third-grade students, who must attain proficiency in FCAT Reading beyond Level 1 (the lowest level on a range of Level 1 to Level 5) in order to be promoted to the next grade. In 2010, 16 percent of third grade students scored at Level 1 on the FCAT Reading test. Third-grade students who do not score higher than Level 1 on FCAT Reading must be retained unless the district school board grants these students exemption from retention based on good cause. Exemption from retention for good cause must conform to specific provisions described in Florida law (s. 1008.25 [6][b], Florida Statutes). Third-grade good cause exemptions by category of exemption are presented in Table 6.
