Stability Rate, 2009-10
Introduction

Stability rate is the percentage of students from the October membership count who are still present in the second semester (February count). Over the past three years, the statewide stability rate has slightly increased from year to year (see Figure 1 below). For the 2009-10 school year, the stability rate was 94.5 percent. 

In 2009-10, 48 school districts reported stability rates greater than the state stability rate. In 2008-09 and 2007-08, 45 and 44 school districts, respectively, reported stability rates greater than the state.
