	BAMBI:  Hello and welcome to this program from the Florida Department of Education. The video you are about to see is a companion to the Florida Alternate Assessment Test Administration Manual. The manual gives teachers the information they need to administer the Florida Alternate Assessment to any of their students with significant cognitive disabilities for whom the Florida Comprehensive Assessment Test is not an appropriate measure of achievement.

	Each year, based on the decisions of their IEP teams, about 22,000 of our students with disabilities participate in alternate assessment. These students have significant cognitive disabilities, and the classroom instruction they receive is based on a modified version of the Sunshine State Standards.

	BAMBI
	Of course, all standards-based education requires good alignment between instruction and assessment.  So, beginning with the 2006 standards revision cycle, access points for students with significant cognitive disabilities have been embedded within the Sunshine State Standards.

	Just as the FCAT is aligned to the Sunshine State Standards, the Florida Alternate Assessment is directly tied to the Access Points The Access Points provide a tiered entry into the Sunshine State Standards for students at three levels of complexity— Participatory, Supported, and Independent. The Florida Alternate Assessment has this same multi-level structure, which gives students greater access to the assessment items.

	
	In 2007, a field-test version of the new alternate assessment was administered around the state to approximately 500 students at each grade level, 3 through 10. The experiences and insights of the teachers who administered the assessment during the field test have enabled us to make the Florida Alternate Assessment more practical and streamlined. The assessment now includes fewer test items and requires significantly less preparation time.

	Keep the quick reference guide handy as you assess your student.

	The IEP team determines whether a student with a disability will participate in the FCAT or in alternate assessment.

FX Visual: Follow through the horizontal axis of the flow chart, lighting up each level]
	A flow chart illustrates the process of working through each test item and level of complexity. The scoring rubric is embedded in the flow chart.  Each test item presents three levels of complexity. A student enters the test item at the Participatory Level. If the student answers correctly at that level, the student moves to the Supported Level. If the student responds correctly at the Supported Level, the student moves to the Independent Level. 

	SHOT OF TEACHER AND STUDENT TESTING; show teacher marking score on test item and following the flow chart down and across, lighting up the “yes” and “no” paths as they are mentioned] 

[Super: Score as you go!]
	Scoring is an integral part of the assessment process. If the student responds correctly to a test item at the Participatory Level, the teacher then presents the Supported Level of that test item. If the student responds incorrectly at the Supported Level, the student receives 3 points, which indicates success at the Participatory Level. 

	FX ANIMATION OF FLOW CHART

[Super: Only the highest score is recorded.]
	On the other hand, if the student responds correctly at the Supported Level, the student is then tested at the Independent Level. An incorrect response at the Independent Level brings a score of 6; a correct response brings the highest possible item score of 9 points for success at the Independent level. 

	SCAFFOLDING GRAPHIC
	Scaffolding is used at the Participatory Level only.

	FX FLOW CHART ANIM Visual: Follow through the downward axis of the flow chart to show scaffolding in the participatory “column”; flash on the “yes” and “no” and “2” and “1” score points as they are mentioned.


	It involves reducing the number of response options until the student answers the item correctly. After an incorrect response at the Participatory Level, the teacher removes the student’s incorrect answer from the response options. If the student answers correctly with one response option removed, the item is scored at 2 points. If the student chooses incorrectly again, that incorrect response is removed, leaving only the correct response as a choice. At this point, the teacher may lead the student to the correct response, if necessary. The student then receives 1 point. If the student refuses to participate or does not actively engage at any point during the Participatory Level, the student receives a score of zero for that item.

GRAPHICS
	After the scoring information, the Administration Procedures Overview lists the grade-level and content areas tested, which match the FCAT. A grade-level content test is made up of 16 items, each of which is presented at the three levels of complexity.

	This section of the manual also lists timelines for receiving, administering, and returning test materials.

	SHOT OF TEACHER HANDLING TEST MATERIALS ‘SECURELY’
	Remember that the Florida Alternate Assessment is a secure test, so teachers must follow their school’s established procedures for handling secure test materials.

	FX SECTION OF MANUAL


	This same section of the manual inventories the steps you will want to take to get ready to assess your student. 

	SHOT: TEACHER SEEING STUDENT NOT PARTICIPATING
	For example, each teacher needs to decide in advance the criteria that will be used to determine whether or not a student is actively engaged in the testing process.

	The test administration section will give you further instructions for presenting and scoring test items.

	SHOT OF TEACHER SCAFFOLDING – REMOVING A RESPONSE CARD
	At the Participatory Level, if the student does not respond after the item is presented for the third time, follow the scaffolding process.

	At the Supported and Independent Levels, if the student does not respond after the item is presented for the third time, move to the next item.

	CUEING AND PROMPTING GRAPHIC
	Many students need cues and prompts to begin a task, continue working, or refocus on a task.

	If cues and prompts are part of a student’s classroom instruction, they should also be used during the assessment. Appropriate cues and prompts include redirection, verbal and nonverbal refocusing, and minimal physical prompting.

	FX - [Visual: Show the sample test item walkthrough from the manual, around page 11.]
	After information about repetition, and cueing and prompting, a sample item is presented. The manual uses the sample to walk through the steps in the testing process.

	FX - [Highlight the first vertical column, “Materials”]


	Each test item is set up the same way. The first column lists the stimulus and response materials needed to present the item. Commonly used materials include passages and passage picture cards, word cards, picture cards, number cards, and sentence and equation strips.

	SHOT: TEACHER GATHERING MATERIALS SUPPLIED BY SCHOOL

	In a few cases, you will be asked to provide materials such as a ruler.

	However, almost all of the required materials are provided in the booklets and packets that accompany the test and are ready to use.



	SHOT OF TEACHER GETTING STRIPS AND CARDS OUT OF CARDS AND STRIPS PACKET AND PUTTING OUT ON TABLE.

	Please note that although a test item may say that you should, for example, cut up sentence strips, it is no longer necessary to do so. Packets of pre-cut cards and strips are provided for the writing assessment and for the few items in other content areas that require cutouts

	[Highlight the second vertical column, “Access Point”]
	The Access Point column of the test item states the skill or knowledge that the student will be asked to demonstrate at each complexity level.

	FX – DETAILS OF ACCESS POINTS
	For reading, math, and writing, the Sunshine State Standards Access Points are used. In the case of science, the tasks are currently tied to the science content areas of the Sunshine State Standards and the Sunshine State Standards for Special Diploma. Once Access Points have been developed for science, this portion of the assessment will be redesigned.

	FX - [Highlight the third vertical column, “Teacher Will”]


	The third column provides step-by-step directions. This “Teacher Will” column tells you how to present the stimulus and response materials and what you will ask the student to answer or do. 

	FX – AUX MATS BOOKLET
	Remember that even if the test item directs the teacher to place cards or strips on the work surface, most of these items are now contained in the Auxiliary Materials Booklet,

	SHOT OF TEACHER DIRECTING STUDENT TO CARDS OR STRIPS
	so instead you will just open the booklet to the correct page and direct the student’s attention to the cards or strips. If the item does use pre-cut cards or strips, place the cut outs on the work surface in the order listed in the Materials column. Be sure to read all cards and strips to the student, unless the directions tell you not to.

	FX DETAIL  OF TEST ITEM


	Teachers should say the scripting from the test item exactly as it is written. The only exception is the “show me/tell me” portion of the script.

SCENARIO 1 Ronnie’s reading item about Bruno the dog. Play the whole thing.

	Watch as the teacher moves the student from the Participatory Level to the Supported Level and then to the Independent Level of the test item. She directs the student’s attention to the stimulus and response materials. The teacher also alerts the student to what will happen next. Notice that student and teacher are seated side-by-side to give the student access to the passage as the teacher reads it aloud. 

The student responded correctly at the Independent Level, earning a score of 9 points on this item.

	Shot of teacher circling/marking the score of 9 on the test item.
	You may record the score directly on the scannable answer sheet, or you may find it more convenient to note the score on the test page itself and then later transfer the score to the answer sheet.

SCENARIO 2A Barrett’s reading item about roly poly

	Passages are generally used for more than one test item, and each Passage or Passage Picture Card lists the test items to which it applies. Items connected to a certain passage are also grouped together in the test booklet. The test booklet indicates each time a passage or paragraph must be read to the student; if the directions do not say to read the passage to the student, the passage may not be read during that part of the item.

The student in the next scenario uses a nonverbal mode of response. The teacher asks him to touch the correct picture card. She uses hand movements to focus his attention on the response options. After repeating the participatory level question twice, the teacher begins the scaffolding process. She covers up an incorrect response each time until only the correct response remains. She then leads the student to that correct response. He receives one point for this item.

	SHOT OF TEACHER SHOWING AND READING CHART OR GRAPH STIMULUS TO STUDENT
	In the mathematics assessment, the teacher always reads any chart or graph stimulus to the student. 

	SHOT OF Visual: Show calculator, number line, counters. - BQ

	Some math items specifically state that they require the use of a tool such as a calculator, number line, or counters.

	SHOT OF STUDENT BEING OFFERED TOOLS
	The tool must be offered to all students for use in solving that particular problem. However, if a student regularly uses a math tool during instruction, you should set that tool out on the work surface for the student to use for any mathematics item on the test. [Show student uses math tools in the classroom]

SCENARIO 2B: Barrett’s math item; at participatory he answers “what should I put at the chair to make it look like the other chair; at supported he is asked to interpret graph; score 3

Shot of the score of 3 being circled on the test item and transferred to scannable, or just bubbled right away
	Again in this scenario, the teacher uses cueing and prompting strategies to help the student focus and complete the task. He responds correctly at the Participatory Level, so the teacher moves on to the Supported Level. She reads the math chart to the student, directs his attention to the response options, and repeats the question for him, but he does not respond, so he receives a score of 3 on this item.

	GRAPHIC: WRITING
	At the Participatory Level, the writing assessment includes only multiple-choice items. 

	SHOT OF STUDENT DOING OPEN-

RESPONSE ITEMS WITH PRE-CUT STRIPS ON TABLE

GRAPHIC: CARDS AND STRIPS ARE PRE-CUT
	However, at the Supported and Independent Levels, writing does include some open-response items. For example, the student may be asked to choose from a collection of sentence strips to create a story. Pre-cut sentence strips are provided in the Cards and Strips Packet. 

	SHOT OF TEACHER WATCHING THEN THINKING, READING OVER THE “STUDENT WILL” COLUMN AND WRITING IN A SCORE
	Any logical answer is acceptable for open response items, so the teacher determines whether the response is correct or incorrect based on the knowledge or skill that the Access Point is assessing, what the student is specifically asked to do, and any criteria listed in the “Student will” column.

SCENARIO 4: Bessie’s grade 10 writing item; for supported, use the second take; when Dottie reads all the strips aloud. 3 points

 [FX: Show score of 3 being circled on the test item and/or being bubbled on scannable]
	In this next segment, the teacher administers a writing item. 

The student chooses the correct response at the Participatory Level. She then moves to the Supported Level, which requires her to choose 3 sentence strips and put them in order to create a logical story. 

Again, we see the teacher focusing the student’s attention and repeating the script. As directed by the test item, the teacher reads the sentence strips to the student. The student receives 3 points on this item, reflecting her success at the Participatory Level.

	At the Independent Level, that writing item would have required the student to develop 3 additional sentences to follow the stimulus sentence. If the student had responded with only 1 or 2 sentences, the teacher would have cued the student to complete the answer.

	However, after the allowable number of repetitions, if the student did not provide at least 3 complete sentences that were on topic, the response would be incorrect.

	
	

	
	

	FX - Scoring Rubric and Directions [Visual of table of contents. Magically highlight/circle “Scoring Rubric and Directions”]

	After the content-area-specific information, the manual provides a detailed look at the use of the scoring rubric, including the scaffolding structure. The multi-level testing and scoring process must be used systematically with each test item in order to offer every student the opportunity to perform as independently as possible.

	FX - Visual of scoring rubric again

	On pages 26–33, the manual gives instructions for completing the scannable student answer sheet. 

	FX - [Visual: sample pre-identified student answer sheet front page 32.]
	Student demographic information and test item scores must be submitted on the scannable form. If you mark item scores on the test booklet, you must transfer them to the scannable answer sheet for official scoring purposes. 

	SHOT Show teacher bubbling in scores on sample answer sheet back page 33]
	Remember that only one score may be recorded for each item.

	Sample Items [Visual of table of contents. Magically highlight/circle “Sample Items”]

	The manual includes one sample item for each content area, along with the stimulus and response materials that go with those items. Reviewing these examples carefully is one of the best ways to prepare yourself for administering the Florida Alternate Assessment.

	FX - Criteria and Accommodations  [Visual of table of contents. Magically highlight/circle “Criteria and Accommodations”]

	Traditional accommodations such as presentation mode, response mode, and flexible setting are already embedded in the Florida Alternate Assessment. However, some students need further accommodations in order to access the test.

	The manual provides detailed information about these accommodations. Any accommodations used during assessment must be those that the student uses on a daily basis during classroom instruction.

SCENARIO 3A: Preston Grade 4 reading item #5 page 6; who takes the kids to the zoo—uncle carlos; score 2

FX: Show score of 2 being circled on the test item and/or bubbled on scannable, or we could skip the scoring here and 3B & C to focus on the accommodation

SCENARIO 3B: Preston Grade 4 math item #2 page 35; don’t show the participatory item with the block, cup, and string. Just show supported level where he is counting the beads. Can include audio or not.

SCENARIO 3C: Preston Grade 4 writing item #12 page 77, where he kicks and pats the desk; does not succeed at supported; 3 points

]
	The next scenario demonstrates an accommodation for a student who has a visual impairment. Since the test item uses picture cards to present the response options, the teacher needs to describe each picture to the student. 

In another accommodation, this time for a math item, the teacher has replaced pictures of beads with real beads, making it possible for the student to demonstrate his counting skills. 

Finally, on this writing item, the teacher acknowledges the student’s unique way of demonstrating what he has learned. Remember that mode of response and other basic accommodations are already built into the assessment for all students.

	Some test items require the student to use tools such as counters or a ruler. In this final segment, the teacher helps a student with limited physical ability to use a ruler. 

To do this appropriately, the teacher has first determined from the “Teacher Will” column precisely what task the student is being asked to perform at the Independent Level: 

The teacher realizes that in order to answer correctly, the student must know or show 3 things: [they will be listed on screen only; see left]
The administration manual describes how to appropriately give assistance in such situations, ensuring that students have the opportunity to access test items, but not interfering with the validity of the assessment.

	The appendixes of the manual include a glossary, a brief list of materials you will need to gather in order to administer the assessment to a student at each specific grade level, an indication of which items use pre-cut cards or strips, and a breakdown of the number of test items tied to particular reading passages.

	BAMBI IN STUDIO
	BAMBI: The Florida Alternate Assessment is designed to give students with significant cognitive disabilities the opportunity to demonstrate what they know. The multi-level structure of the assessment means that the teachers who use it must be flexible, well prepared, and able to support their students to perform at their best. Florida’s ESE teachers possess all those skills and more, so I am confident that our use of the Florida Alternate Assessment will enhance Florida’s accountability system and help us make our curriculum and instruction even more meaningful for our students.
