Funding Purpose/Priorities

Florida Learn & Serve is part of the National Service Program and supports school-based student service-learning.  In service-learning projects, students practice skills, knowledge, and behaviors they need to learn through service to others in their school or community.  The program is designed to engage students—especially disadvantaged students—in school and/or community service activities that apply academic curricula and education standards.

Program goals are to improve academic performance, promote civic engagement and career exploration, address community needs, build healthier communities, increase student attendance and graduation rates, and expand and sustain successful efforts.  Successful applicants employ service-learning to reach specific academic, behavioral, or skills-acquisition goals for students.  Funds can also be used to support service-learning lesson planning and curriculum development.
Target Population(s) 

K-12 students
Eligible Applicant(s)

Individual or multiple public schools (including lab and charter schools) applying through their school districts or school district consortia (Heartland, NEFEC, PAEC).  All first-time or previously unfunded applicants for Learn & Serve must apply under this application.  Only one award will be issued per school, but an award may support multiple activities.
Application Due Date

May 15, 2009.  The due date refers to the date of receipt in Grants Management.  Facsimile and e-mail submissions are not acceptable. 

Total Funding Amount/Approximate Number of Awards

Approximately $110,000 is available.  A school may receive up to $7,500.  Up to 25 grant awards are anticipated.  Not all proposals eligible for funding consideration will be funded or funded fully.  In 2008, 85% of proposals received some funding.
Matching Requirement

Applicants must provide at least a 33% cash and/or in-kind match (i.e., $2,000 for a $6,000 request).  Cash match is defined as funds contributed directly to the project.  In-kind match is services, goods, or materials contributed directly to the project.  Funds from the Corporation for National and Community Service may not be claimed as match. (Other federal funding can only be claimed as match if evidence is provided by the federal agency/ies in question granting permission that their funds may be claimed as match.)
Budget/Program Performance Period

August 1, 2009–July 31, 2010 (pending receipt of federal funds).  Awardees can apply for larger renewal awards in 2010-11, contingent upon 2009-10 performance, the quality of the 2010-11 proposal, and the availability of federal funds.

The project effective date will be the date that the application is received within the Florida Department of Education (DOE) in Substantially Approvable Form, or the effective date of the Federal Award Notification, whichever is later.

Assurances

Narrative Components
Projects must engage K-12 students—especially disadvantaged students—in curriculum-based service-learning or build infrastructure for doing so.  Projects must be tied to one or more actual courses and participating students’ grades in those courses.  Effective projects include the student activities of needs investigation, project design, action, demonstration, and reflection; integrate national standards for service-learning; include meaningful partnerships; and empower youth to help design and lead projects.  See Attachment 4 for definitions, examples, and the service-learning components and standards.  

Proposals must describe in detail how activities are tied to the Florida Sunshine State Standards or other learning goals and objectives—seehttp://www.fsu.edu/~flserve/sl/standards.html  for many examples.  
Effective projects include elements in which students demonstrate what they have learned about their efforts through teaching others—peers, younger students, or the community.  This teaching can take the form of presentations, lessons, products (brochures, videos, web sites, etc.), advocacy, or performances.  Every project must include some demonstration element.  Every project must also include reading and/or writing to support Strategic Imperatives and Just Read, Florida! and integrate math/science goals.  Demonstration activities expand service-learning opportunities, promote the project, and help others interested in similar efforts; therefore, they meet program requirements for dissemination.
Projects should be at least a semester in duration, and students need to conduct an average minimum of 20 service hours each semester.  Student time spent on elements of course-based service-learning—needs investigation, project design, action (actual service activities), demonstration, and reflection (recognition activities excepted) may be counted as service hours.  Participation by all project types in national days of service is strongly encouraged.
Program priorities include expanding high-quality service-learning into more K-12 schools, particularly those with large numbers of youth in disadvantaged circumstances; improving academic performance and graduation rates; and service-learning activities that help build healthier communities (protection of natural resources, violence and drug prevention, career preparation, work with senior citizens, increased civic engagement, etc.).

7. Budget









25  points

Funding Method
Federal Cash Advance (Public Entities Only) (C)
On-line reporting required monthly to record expenditures.  Federal cash advances will be made by state warrant or Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) to a recipient for disbursements.  For federally funded projects, requests for federal cash advance must be made on the Electronic Federal Cash Advance Request System.  If at times it is determined that disbursements are going to exceed the amount of cash on hand plus cash in transit, an on-line amendment can be made prior to the due date of the next Federal Cash Advance distribution on the Electronic Federal Cash Advance Request System.  No funds from the Corporation for National and Community Service may be claimed as match.  Other federal funding can only be claimed as match if evidence is provided by the federal agency(ies) in question granting permission that their funds may be claimed as match.

 
Fiscal Requirements

Supporting documentation for expenditures is required for all funding methods.  Examples of such documentation include, but are not limited to: payroll records, contracts, invoices with check numbers verifying payment, and/or bank statements; all or any of which must be available upon request.  Supporting documentation is also required for match.

Project recipients do not have the authority to report disbursements before or after these specified dates.

Allowable Expenses:  Project funds must be used for activities that directly support the accomplishment of the project purpose, priorities, and expected outcomes.  All expenditures must be consistent with applicable state and federal laws, regulations, and guidance.  Funds are designed to support service-learning and build infrastructure to initiate, improve, expand, and sustain such activities.  Allowable expenditures may support activities related to the elements of service-learning: needs investigation, project design, action, demonstration, reflection, and recognition.  

No more than 50% of the total request may support salaries and benefits.  Substitute, trainer, and consultant costs are counted as salary.  Driver salary and benefits are considered transportation expenses.  Allowable expenditures include the following:

· Travel/trips supported by grant funds can only be to (1) provide service, (2) familiarize students with service sites or prepare them for service-learning activities, (3) attend service-learning training or provide training or assistance to others interested in service-learning, and (4) attend the required sub-grantee meeting.

· $750 for expenses associated with attending the sub-grantee meeting, to be held November 2009 in central Florida (per diem, 1-2 nights at a hotel, tolls, mileage, substitutes, etc.).
· Funds may support after-school activities—including tutoring, coaching, or conflict mediation—only if the service is part of, or an assignment for, a credit-bearing class.

· Funds may support the purchase of equipment (TVs, computers, cameras, printers, etc.) or other permanent or large-budget items (e.g., salary, supplies, materials, and transportation) if all three criteria below are met:

1. The item is critical to the project; i.e., the project cannot meet its objectives without it.

2. Evidence is provided that there is no other way to pay for, obtain, or use the item.

3. The dedicated and long-term use of the item will be for service-learning.

These and other budget needs must be evident in the proposal narrative, and detailed and justified in the Budget Narrative (DOE 101).

Unallowable Expenses:  Project funds may not be used to supplant existing programs and/or funding.  Other funding restrictions also apply:
· Award funds may not be used for general field trips, travel to conferences not related to service-learning, travel to recognition or award ceremonies, or reward trips.

· Funds cannot be spent on stipends, allowances, or other financial incentives for students or service beneficiaries except to reimburse transportation, meals for out-of county travel (see next item), or other reasonable out-of-pocket expenses directly related to the project.
· Funds may not be used to pay for food or refreshments other than those associated with (1) out-of-county travel at the state rate of $36 per day, or (2) training in remote locations that would be disrupted if participants had to travel to procure food.
· Funds may not be spent on recognition/award items such as, badges, plaques, and certificates.

· Funds cannot buy any clothing items or “off-the-shelf” gifts for student participants or service recipients (food, flowers, cards, etc.).

· Funds may not be used for capital improvements on school property.

· Funds cannot be used to supplant funding for regular school materials and supplies.

· School-site plant beautification, landscaping, ornamental gardens, outdoor classrooms, nature trails, boardwalks, purchasing greenhouses, or similar projects cannot be funded.
Administrative Costs including Indirect Costs:  Funds may not be used for indirect or administrative expenses.
Grants Fiscal Management Training Requirement

Public agencies, including school districts, other Local Education Agencies (LEAs), and institutions of higher education that are recipients of DOE grants are strongly encouraged to attend, annually, Grants Fiscal Management Training offered by DOE.

posted on the program Web site.

Method of Review 

A peer review process will be used to evaluate Florida Learn & Serve competitive proposals.  Reviewers are selected to reflect a balance of backgrounds, experience, race, ethnicities, and geographic locations within Florida.  Project proposals are screened by DOE program staff to ensure that federal regulations and state requirements (as conditions for acceptance) in the RFP are addressed (see next section for conditions).  
 
Proposals that meet all state and federal requirements are evaluated and scored according to the following process:
· Each proposal meeting the conditions for acceptance is reviewed and scored by five qualified reviewers representing people with experience in service-learning and/or grant program processes and educational professionals and stakeholders from Florida.
· The Program Office ranks the proposals in order from highest to lowest score.
· DOE staff will review recommended proposals for compliance with the programmatic and fiscal policies of the project. 
· The Department will allocate funds utilizing a statewide competitive process for awarding projects to eligible recipients. 
· Awards are subject to the availability of funds.
· Proposals may not be recommended for full funding, and the Program Office may also require additional information as a condition of recommendation.
· Proposals with a final score of less than 70 are not eligible for funding consideration.
Conditions for Acceptance/Substantially Approvable Form    

The requirements listed below must be met for applications to be considered in Substantially Approvable form and thus eligible for review:

· Application is received within the DOE no later than the close of business on May 15, 2009.  

· Application includes required forms: 

· DOE 100A Application Form bearing the original signature of the Superintendent for the school district or the agency head for other agencies. 

NOTE: Applications signed by officials other than the appropriate agency head must have a letter signed by the agency head or documentation citing action of the governing body delegating authority to the person to sign on behalf of said official. 

· DOE 101- Budget Narrative.

· Submission of the signed certification signifying compliance with the “General Assurances for Participation in Federal and State Programs” (if not on file in the DOE Comptroller’s Office).
