If you currently provide services to SES eligible students or if you are applying for approval status, you will want to attend!  This is an opportunity to ask questions and learn more about the approval process.  This is the only “face to face” meeting scheduled before the application is due.  Even though this meeting is not mandatory for you to apply, we believe you will benefit from attending.

What Will I Learn?

· How to complete an approvable application

· How to begin preparations for implementation of the program

How Do I Get Updates?

We encourage all applicants (new and currently approved) to sign up to receive electronic notification regarding the SES Program.  The Department uses a Paperless Communication System for all official announcements and other important provider information.  The Request for Application including notifications regarding procedures and deadlines will be issued through this system. Do Current Providers Have to Reapply?

Yes.  All entities wishing to provide State Approved Supplemental Educational Services in Florida must apply on an annual basis to the Department of Education, Bureau of Public School Options.  The application will be available online at http://www.fldoe.org/flbpso/ and can only by submitted via the online system.  This system will not be accessible before the official release of the application.
