· NCLB Choice Plan

· Supplemental Educational Services Plan

· FLDOE is working to consolidate the plans to make the process easier.
· Plan will be web-based for 2006-07 and include guidance and text boxes.

· Propose capability for DOE to roll the 2006-07 plan forward to 2007-08 so districts will only have to revise to reflect changes, updates, etc.

· Feedback from districts submitted via survey to Title I office; need to incorporate feedback into final draft of plan.
