	Implementation Timelines
	· RFA and LEA Plans require services to begin by October 1st; however, SB 772, which was signed into law on June 26th, supersedes policy in that it requires services begin no later than October 15th.  Therefore, it is in the best interest of providers and districts to begin serving students as early as possible in order to maximize the time that students have access to the tutoring and additional support.  This will result in maximum learning gains for students.

· 2006-2007 State-approved providers understand that they are working with students to build students foundational knowledge base, and not provide FCAT tutoring or homework help.  

· Districts are urged to review the Contract Management timeline to ensure that contracts are created and executed in a timely manner.


	NCLB School Choice Leadership Summit
	Purpose:  To build partnerships and collaborative efforts to make SES work better in 

Florida.

· All providers approved for the 2006-2007 school year are required to attend this summer meeting, per the RFA.
· Online registration closes Friday, June 30, 2006.  Those that have not yet registered are asked to do so before this date.  Special hotel Summit rates are no longer available.  Accommodations must be made with other hotels.
· Speaker:  Nina S. Rees will provide national information on promising practices and implementation for the future, quality programs, and strategies for students.
· Clinics – Topics include: Parent District Provider Agreement (PDPA), Contract Management, Monitoring, and Parent Outreach.  On Tuesday, July 11th, from 1pm - 4pm, there will be a meeting for district representatives only.  On the last day of Summit, July 13th: Regional Meetings for providers and district contacts to provide an opportunity to network and build partnerships, problem solve, and identify key individuals who have successfully implemented SES programs in their respective districts.

	DRAFT TAP Related to Contract Management
	· Districts have the authority to set expectations of the providers.  For example, a district may require that providers begin providing services to at least xx% of the students by October 15th.
· Districts should ensure that program people understand the importance of data that they are inputting.  Program specialists should understand that policy is created based on the data retrieved from the database.
· For the SES Format, Survey 9 has now been added.  The reporting date is 12/1.
· Please understand that the Contract Management TAP is more than a document.  It is a way of work for implementing SES.
· Opt-out language must be addressed and included in the parent notification letter or enrollment forms
· Districts have the ability to monitor providers to ensure that the programs are consistent with the RFA and the contract.  Districts should also make certain that during the contract negotiations, providers are aware that district staff may have access to lesson plans, progress reports, conduct unannounced visits, and/or sit in on tutorial sessions.  The purpose for this monitoring is to ensure that providers implement the program consistent with the approved application and contract.

	· PDPAs must be individualized.
· USDE considers the development of the PDPA to be the responsibility of the LEA (see soon to be released TAP for more information).
