	Topic:  Data reporting survey 9
	Thank you for submitting data

· Survey 9 data was due 12.1.06 with DOE processing through 1.5.07. It is important that you update the data to reflect invoices you receive in January for hours of service prior to 12.1.06.   

· As of 12.5.06, 15 districts have not submitted TI SES data. One district submitted the TI records, but no demographic records.  Please work with your MIS staff to ensure that your student data is submitted as soon as possible.
· Calls re: Appendix W—The Title I office has updated the list of Title I schools for 2006-07. This list will be sent to the Accountability Office to update the SINI list. The list currently on the Appendix W reflects the list of Title I schools for 2005-06. We are in the process of updating the SINI list and will notify you as soon as the updated list is posted on the NCLB website. Please email jan.anderson@fldoe.org if there are schools that need to be added to Appendix W. 

· We have also updated Appendix T.
· Contact Hours: This data element is cumulative and must be updated with each reporting period. You may want to ask the providers to report on their invoice the monthly and cumulative hours served.  You could also track hours individually by student and keep a report of the cumulative total number of hours and only round once for surveys or you may wish to round up each month and then make the final adjustments to reflect the actual hours served in survey 5. 
· For those students who have been served less than one hour, we suggest that you report them with the minimum of one hour to ensure that the student is reported during this survey period. 
· Do not forget that reading and writing are combined into Reading/Language Arts this year. 

· TAPs for TI SES and Choice-in process

· Heads-Up: USDE changed the reporting requirements for the state after the data elements were created for this year, so we will need to request additional data through a web-based system. We will ask for the number of students who applied and were offered SES and CWT. The data will be collected by school. You will receive more information in January.
