	· Currently, there are three different plans that districts are required to complete and submit to DOE:

· LEA Title I, Part A Plan

· NCLB Choice Plan

· Supplemental Educational Services Plan

· FLDOE is working to consolidate the plans to make the process easier.

· Plan will be web-based for 2006-07 and include guidance and text boxes.

· FLDOE reviews and notifies district of status

	PURPOSE OF NCLB MONITORING PROCESS:

· Supports DOE’s mission to increase proficiency of all students

· Allows DOE to examine implementation of the federal programs

· Identifies implementation issues

· Provides opportunity for DOE to provide technical assistance tailored to institute system improvements.

REQUIREMENTS FOR DOE TO MONITOR:

· Required by both state and federal laws and regulations to monitor implementation of federal programs

· Florida law requires state agencies to monitor recipients of state and federal funds

· Florida Attorney General’s office conducts performance reviews of grant programs and monitors the DOE’s monitoring process

METHODOLOGY FOR 2005-2006 MONITORING PROCESS - PROPOSED

· Inter-department staff to monitor all Title programs at one time – with consistent format.

· DOE will utilize a focused monitoring process that is based, in part, on student achievement, teacher quality, and school safety indicators compared to the state average for each school district.

· Explained tiered approach with three components to monitoring process: self-evaluation, DOE desktop verification, and an onsite monitoring component

· All districts will be required to complete and submit the monitoring work papers to DOE(consolidated for all Titles for NCLB)

· Based on student performance data, districts will be selected and asked to submit verification documents to support their self-evaluation to the DOE for in-depth review.

· Based on results of verification review and additional student data, selected districts will be notified that the DOE will conduct an onsite monitoring visit to further verify the district’s self-evaluation.

· All SES providers will be required to complete and submit self-evaluation work papers.  Selected providers providing services in the districts identified for the desktop verification will be asked to submit documentation to support their self-evaluation review.  Based on additional student data, providers serving students in the districts identified for onsite monitoring visits will be included in the onsite monitoring process.  
· Any findings from self evaluation (provider determines), from the DOE desktop verification, or the on-site monitoring will require the provider to complete a system improvement plan which details corrective action.  Providers will be monitored for compliance of implementation of the state-approved application.
STATE STANDARDS FOR MONITORING NCLB SCHOOL CHOICE (Title I, Part A)

· Specific standards reflecting NCLB for school districts and SES providers

EVALUATION OF NCLB SCHOOL CHOICE (PROPOSED)

· NCLB school choice will be evaluated for student achievement, based on student learning gains
· Critical to ensure the quality and accuracy of the data reported via the DOE student data base
· Evaluation based on student progress/performance (such as student learning gains on the FCAT for students in fourth through twelfth grade)
