	Topic:  NCLB Monitoring 2006-2007
	Background
· Required by both state and federal laws and regulations to monitor implementation of federal programs

· All NCLB formula-funded programs will be monitored

· NCLB school choice – Title I, Part A

Monitoring Process

· Process – Self assessment/evaluation and onsite/remote data review

· Districts will be monitored approximately once in five years

· All districts/LEAs/providers are required to conduct the self assessment/evaluation and submit findings/certification and system improvement plan to DOE

· Selected providers will participate in onsite/remote data review must submit a printed copy of findings/certification and system improvement and work papers (pages only with finding notes)
· Providers in selected districts (12 LEAs on page 13) must submit workpapers, cert, and system improvement plan to Temi.bennett@fldoe.org – printed copies with original signature of individual authorized to sign for the company (on approved application)

· All other providers must submit assurance form and system improvement plan to Temi Bennett – printed copies with original signature of individual authorized to sign for the company (on approved application)
Work Papers

· All providers must conduct self-assessment using the DOE workpapers

· Selected districts and providers in those 15 districts:  Onsite/remote data review – submit workpapers, assurance with authorized signature, and system improvement plan to Temi Bennett
· Other districts/providers: submit assurance with authorized signature and system improvement plan to Temi Bennett
· All documents due to DOE by 12.1.06 (postmarked 12.1.06)
· Major changes to NCLB school choice workpapers
· Inclusion of state law (s. 1008.331, F.S.)

· Workpapers organized the same as last year: Common elements, compliance item, evidence of compliance

DOE Compliance Monitoring

· DOE will monitor 1/5 of the LEAs via onsite visit or data review with limited onsite visits

· 15 LEAs selected for compliance monitoring for 2006-07 (p.13)
· DOE will run data re: student performance, HQ, workpapers submitted by districts to select onsite districts; remaining districts will participate in remote review with limited onsite visit

· Onsite monitoring visit:

· DOE monitoring team

· Review workpapers and documents

· Observe schools, classrooms, etc

· Interview district and school staff, parents, etc
· A maximum of five providers will be selected to participate in onsite and remote review for each district selected
· SES providers – for 15 selected districts (asked to submit form that identifies the providers for which the district has a contract, those providing services, and number of students – due by Nov. 30th via email to Temi Bennett with contact form regarding those providers in your district in which you’ve enrolled students.)
· Preparation for compliance monitoring:

· Complete workpapers during self-evaluation process
· Set up files – labeled with compliance items

· Collect all documents and evidence of compliance

· DOE will send preliminary report to the provider within 30 work days of onsite visit
Reporting and Follow Up Compliance Monitoring
· Providers must complete system improvement plan identifying findings of partial or non-compliance and outline district’s plan for correcting the findings

· DOE will also issue a final report

· DOE will review system improvement plan and monitor implementation
