· Supports DOE mission to increase proficiency of all students

· Allows DOE to examine implementation of federal programs

· Identifies implementation issues

· Provides opportunity for DOE to provide TA tailored to institute system improvements

· Methodology for 2005-06 process

· Inter-dept monitoring team will monitor all NCLB Title programs at one time with consistent format

· DOE will utilize a focused monitoring process that is based, in part, on student achievement, teacher quality, and school safety indicators compared to the state avg for each school district

· Process will reflect a tiered approach with three components to monitoring process:  self-eval, DOE desktop verification, and onsite monitoring visit

· All districts and SES providers will be required to complete the monitoring work papers and submit a certification to DOE as part of the self-evaluation process.  We will create a certificate form for SES providers and will email it to them.
· Based on student perf data, districts will be selected and asked to submit verification documents to support their self-evaluation to DOE for in-depth review

· Based on results of verification review and additional student data, selected districts will be notified that DOE will conduct onsite visit to further verify the district/provider self evaluation

· Any findings from self-eval, desktop verification, onsite visit will require district/provider to complete a system improvement plan

	Process/Procedural Issues:
· NCLB School Choice – pages 88-104 in Title I, Part A work papers
· System organized around set of Common Elements (App B in Manual)

· NCLB School Choice – two sections: District and SES providers (top right corner); may duplicate due to shared responsibilities

· CIA-1:  Compliance Item with citation 

· CIA -1:  Evidence of Compliance with two sections 

· Desktop Verification – those documents that DOE could verify from Tallahassee

· Onsite Verification – those documents or evidence that would require DOE staff to conduct onsite review

· CIA-1: Evidence of Compliance with three sections

· LEA Findings and Comments (should be Provider also); answer the questions in the notes section
· DOE Desktop Verification Notes

· DOE Onsite Verification Notes

· CIA-1: Compliance Status and DOE Verification

· Ck “compliance” if all documentation supports compliance

· Ck “system improvement” for partial or not compliant

· Note:  “partial” and “not in compliance” requires System Improvement Plan

· Compliance Item provides the required element and the Evidence of Compliance provides the rubric for deciding whether the item is in compliance or not compliance.

· District section:

· Parent notification of NCLB choice options (2)
· Parent notification of SES

· Contracts and PDPAs

· Funds (2 indicators)

· Provider section – monitor against the application:

· Research-based program

· PDPAs

· Student records

· Services, lesson plans, SSS, instr materials

· Health, safety, civil rights

· Secular, neutral, nonideological

· Student progress reports

Notes for SES providers – If the organization has multiple sites, please notify all sites that they may receive an onsite visit.  These will be scheduled prior to the visit.  Documentation and evidence of compliance must be reviewed at onsite visit if scheduled.
