Request for Nominations for the 

Supplemental Educational Services (SES) Advisory Panel 
2010-2012
Nominations for SES providers may only be made by Local Educational Agency (LEA) representatives.  Nominations for LEA representatives may only be made by SES providers.  Individuals may not nominate themselves.  All nominations must be submitted by May 28, 2010 to Anna.Moore@fldoe.org.  The FDOE will have the final authority for the selection of Advisory Panel members on the basis of the factors mentioned below.  The Advisory Panel members will consist of small, medium, and large organizations and a variety of delivery models.  The FDOE will select representatives that are knowledgeable of Title I parents and Title I programs that can speak and act on behalf of the SES-eligible families, SES providers, and LEAs in Florida.
Nominations for SES providers must be based on the following factors.  
· The ratio of students served to students assigned (with LEA approved SLPs).
· No record of violation of SES State Board Rule, state law, or federal law.
· The provider’s ability to follow and adhere to the terms of the LEA’s contract.
· Regular notices of the students’ progress to the students’ parents and LEA/school.
· Positive results from LEA-administered parent surveys, if available. 
· The majority of enrolled students begin services by October 15 of the school year.
· The provider’s overall ability to provide high quality SES to all enrolled student.

Nominations for LEA representatives must be based on the following factors.
· Appropriate parent notification that informs and enables parents to choose a provider that will best meet the needs of the student.

· Timeliness of approval of the contracts, SLPs, and invoices.
· Streamlined parent enrollment process that enables services to begin by October 15.
· Sufficient parent resources that facilitate parents’ participation.
· Fairness and equity in LEA policies, including facility rental policies.
· Efforts to ensure services are provided to the maximum number of eligible students for which funds will provide.
