Describe the policy related to the district’s insurance requirements: During the entire term of this Contract any extension or modification thereof, the Provider shall keep in effect a policy or policies of liability insurance, including coverage of owned and non-owned vehicles used in relation to the performance of service(s) by the Provider in the transportation of students, of at least one million dollars ($1,000,000) for each person and one million dollars ($1,000,000) for all accidents or occurrences for all damages arising out of death, bodily injury, sickness or disease from any one accident or occurrence, and one million dollars ($1,000,000) for all damages and liability arising out of injury to or destruction of property for each accident or occurrence.  Said liability insurance shall be effective until the last day of the present school year. Not later than the effective date of this Contract, the Provider shall provide the School Board with satisfactory evidence of insurance, naming the School Board as additional insured, including a provision for a twenty (20) calendar day written notice to the School Board before cancellation or material change, evidencing the above-specific coverage. Requirement for naming the School Board as additional insured does not apply if the Provider is a State of Florida public entity. The Provider shall at its own cost and expenses procure and maintain insurance under the Worker’s Compensation Law of Florida, if applicable. The School Board reserves the right to revise the requirements of this provision at any time. If the School Board determines that additional insurance coverage is necessary, the School Board will reopen negotiations with the Provider to modify the terms of this Contract.
