The sites used for SES services must be clean, safe and located in an area that is safe and secure.  The LEA reserves the right to inspect the facility(ies) for issues related to cleanliness and safety.  If the LEA determines that the facility is not clean or safe it may require that the PROVIDER relocate services to another site.  The PROVIDER will not be allowed to serve students at the site determined to be unclean or unsafe.  The PROVIDER will be given 10 days to find a suitable alternative safe and clean site.  If the PROVIDER is unable to secure a clean, safe alternate site within the 10-day period, students will be reassigned to another provider.
