This was a great vocabulary exercise, and Trina was able to do most of this with minimal assistance. We completed the Fast Match FCRR activity to gain speed and accuracy in reading words, contractions and abbreviations. Sandra was able to complete the task independently. She was able to match 11/16 words in one minute. We will try this activity again to monitor how well she improves. We continued to make our second grade flashcards and at the same time Sandra spelled out each word. She did really well with only misspelling 2 words from 10. We will continue this activity for fluency.  Mom could help with spelling by quizzing Sandra from her flashcards.

Angelica completed an alphabet control activity in order to improve vocabulary skills.  She completed the activity demonstrating medium proficiency with an accuracy of 50%. As she is demonstrating fluency in her beginning alphabet letters and is identifying the ending letters with some reference, we will begin to time her to build fluency in this activity.

Angelica completed a worksheet in which she copied the words for letters one through five to help her build a written word to picture correspondence. She also completed letter and word writing practice with the letter C.  Angelica was highly engaged today and seemed to take a stronger interest in the reading, as well as our vocabulary activities.

Tyriek completed the algebraic thinking activity of sorting, ordering, classifying objects, and other properties in A1013.He completed the activity with 75% accuracy. We will build on this learning in future lessons and monitor progress.

Kamesha completed the Story Line Up FCRR activity to improve reading comprehension.  As Kamesha already knew how this lesson worked, she was able to complete the activity with minimal assistance.  Kamesha was able to accurately sequence 100% of the events in the story. We will repeat this activity with other stories (at more advanced levels) to monitor progress.

Kamesha completed the Word Family Zoom FCRR activity to improve fluency.  After teaching the lesson, Kamesha was able to complete the activity with minimal assistance.  Kamesha was able to read 31 rhymes and words per minute during the first try, 44 per minute during the second try, and 47 per minute during the third try. Kamesha enjoyed seeing her results improve with each attempt, so we will try this activity again to monitor progress.
