AUTHORITY FOR COMMISSION ACTION

Section 1002.335(9) and 1002.33(6)(i), Florida Statutes.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

The Commission previously approved the application of Odyssey Charter School ("School") to open in the 2008-09 academic year as a Florida School of Excellence.  The Commission authorized the commencement of negotiations intended to result in a final charter school contract between the Commission and School.  The parties consulted the Florida Department of Education ("Department") and Brevard County School District ("District") in an effort to make the process as transparent and inclusive as feasible.  The Department contributed language to a final draft charter contract, but was of the view that only the District could serve as the fiscal agent or Local Educational Authority under statutory law.  The District passed a resolution indicating that it is unwilling to serve in this capacity.  The result of this impasse is a recommendation for the Commission to enter into negotiations with the Department, District, and School to conclude a Memorandum of Understanding regarding transition of the School in 2009-10 from District sponsorship to Commission sponsorship.
