"Request-for-Proposal (RFP) Training"
Request-for-Proposal training is provided to the Department of Education staff who administers competitive grant programs. Training focuses on new, competitive RFP procedures prepared by Grants Training and Development to achieve the following:

· Assure equal, fair and uniform treatment of all applicants.

· Elicit quality proposals that result in quality projects.

· Minimize work required of the applicant.

· Minimize work required of the DOE program administrator.

The new competitive template, also developed by Grants Training and Development, is explained. Considerable attention is given to writing scoring criteria. A "hands-on workshop" follows the lecture to provide program and grant personnel an opportunity to implement the new approaches.
