Vaccinations - 186 responders

Hospitalizations - 251 repatriated citizens

- 7 state medical response team 

(SMRT) personnel will be deployed to Homestead Airforce Base (AFB) this evening to provide 24 hour medical evaluation for repatriated U.S. citizens (72 hour duration)

- This is a forward element of a federal request for a larger SMRT (graphic Sanford International Airport, Orlando)

ESF 6 - Survivor Support Operations

· Homestead - 3,209 total persons, 907 assisted

· MIA - 913 total persons, 275 assisted

· Orlando - 123 total persons, 80 assisted

· Sanford - 5,143 total persons, 3,000 assisted

· Ft. Lauderdale - 359 total persons, 32 assisted

· Opa-Locka - 12 total persons, 0 assisted

· Other - 156 total persons, 4 assisted

Total persons - 10,142, assisted 4,298

Repatriation

2 recovery staff members of FDEM are on site at Homestead AFB in response to a request by DCF for assistance in tracking costs at the repatriation processing center. An additional 2 FDEM personnel are at the Sanford Repatriation Processing Center (graphic of Homestead Repatriation Processing Center).

ESF 6 Mass Care - Repatriation

174 American Red Cross workers have provided to 2,400 meals, 4,500 snacks, 48 comfort kids, and 350 blankets, serving a total of 3,641 repatriated U.S. citizens in Orlando, Miami, Fort Lauderdale, and Palm Beach.

ESF 15 Volunteers and Donations

- Teddy Bear mission - 2,000 teddy  bears to Orlando

- Florida Association of Food Banks handled 30,000 lbs of goods and gave out 15,000 meals/snacks approximately 2,500 clients

Florida Resources

- 1 SERT Liaison Officer is on scene at Sanford Airport Command

- 13 Florida National Guard Creole translators on scene at Sanford International Airport to aid in interviewing repatriates.

Funding

- Working through DCF (Mission Tasking)

- Office Refugee Resettlement (Provide funding)

- State will seek reimbursement through this process

- State expenditures through mid next-week: $7,650,000
