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An informational handout has been developed to provide information from the Florida Department of Education to Adult General Education students that are enrolling in an adult ESOL program for the first time.  This handout is made available to all Adult General Education Programs in Florida.  Three versions are now available, in English, Spanish, and Haitian Creole.  The English language version is written at the Low-Beginning ESOL level.  As the document is translated into other languages, these versions will be posted to the Adult Education website.
The one-page handout is to be given to all adult ESOL students as they enroll for the first time in an adult ESOL course.  It is intended to be included as part of the welcome/orientation packet that programs provide to all new Adult ESOL students. 
Programs are requested to download the version(s) of the document that may be needed at their school and make copies to have available for distribution to all new ESOL students.  It is suggested that Spanish or Haitian Creole versions of the document be given to students that speak those languages, and that the English version be given to students whose primary language is other than Spanish or Haitian Creole.
