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I.
MAJOR CONCEPTS/CONTENT: The purpose of this instructional course is to provide students enrolled in career and technical job preparatory programs with the needed supportive instruction in math, science, and communications in an applied setting, in order to complement the instruction provided by the career and technical job preparatory instruction.  This course provides pertinent supportive instruction and is not remedial in nature.

The content includes, but is not limited to, the math, science, and communications that are an integral part of the specific job preparatory career and technical programs.

II.
LABORATORY ACTIVITIES:  Applied laboratory activities in math, science, or communications would be conducted to support the job preparatory programs being provided.

III.
SPECIAL NOTES:  Instruction is designed to meet the individual needs of students in job preparatory career and technical programs requiring a strong basis in math, science, and communications skills.  Instruction should be designed to meet the specific requirements of the career and technical programs.  Delivery of instruction could be provided by (1) scheduling the instructor to visit the career and technical programs and provide the needed instruction in an applied setting as needed to complement the instruction of the career and technical instructor or by (2) scheduling students from various job preparatory career and technical programs to meet as needed with the instructor.

The length of the course will vary with the needs of the students and programs.

Federal and state legislation requires the provision of accommodations for students with disabilities to meet individual needs and ensure equal access.  Adult students with disabilities must self-identify and request such services.  Students with disabilities may need accommodations in such areas as instructional methods and materials, assignments and assessments, time demands and schedules, learning environment, assistive technology and special communication systems.  Documentation of the accommodations requested and provided should be maintained in a confidential file.

INTENDED OUTCOMES:  The intended outcomes of this course will be selected from the job preparatory career and technical program based on the needs of the student.
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
