(Flash) certification and it must have been issued within three (3) years prior to their enrollment in the
program.

The Adobe Certified Associate (Flash) certification represents industry acknowledgement of technical
skill attainment of competencies in the Internet Services Technology program.

Applicability:

Community college administrators statewide were consulted and agreed that the “Adobe Certified
Associate (Flash)” shall articulate three (3) college credit hours to the AAS/AS Degree in Internet
Services Technology.
