Authorization

This application for funds is being distributed to establish vocational programs and to provide services to juvenile and adult offenders in Florida’s correctional institutions.  Serving the individuals in state institutions such as correctional institutions is a required use of State Leadership funds under Section 124(b)(7), Perkins III. 

Purpose of Funding

The purpose of this funding is to provide juvenile and adult offenders with opportunities to develop academic and vocational skills needed to return to society as productive citizens.

Use Of Funds
Funds shall be used for:

· providing services to offenders who are completing their sentences and preparing for release;

· providing for the establishment of vocational education programs in correctional institutions that do not have such programs;

· improving equipment; and

· providing educational materials and supplies.

Funding Amounts

Funds are available in the amount of $497,214 for establishing the vocational programs and providing service to the juvenile and adult offenders in Florida’s correctional institutions. 

Funding Methods

Serving individuals in state institutions (including correctional institutions) is one of eight mandated activities for Section 124, State Leadership funding.  Funding for corrections must come from the 10% State Leadership allocation.

Funding Formula

Funds must be expended from the State Leadership Activities allocation in an amount not to exceed 1% of the basic grant (state allocation) for serving individuals in state institutions.  However, no minimum amount is listed.  Florida has chosen to allocate the full 1% of the state allocation for this purpose.

Eligible Recipients
The State Board of Education has designated the Office of Education and Job Training, Florida Department of Corrections to administer the vocational education programs assisted under the Perkins Act for juvenile and adult criminal offenders in state correctional institutions.

Target Populations
Those juvenile and adult offenders who are within a reasonable time frame, before release, to acquire the knowledge and skills necessary to enter the workforce.

July 1, 2000 to June 30, 2001.
