Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) Grant Questions

1. Does a school district need to revise their 4-year DJJ plan?

If the plan addresses career and technical programming for DJJ students or at-risk students, it may not need to be revised.  However, if the district has not been providing services to these students, the plan will need to be revised.

2. Do I have to work with my school district?

The grant comes from Carl Perkins federal dollars and a school district must be the fiscal agent.  The career and technical education director and at-risk personnel must also sign off on the grant.

3. Do I have to start up a new career and technical program or may I upgrade existing programs?

The grant money is available for either starting a new career and technical program or for upgrading an existing one.

4. What do you mean by integrating career and technical education programs with academic success?

Carl Perkins calls for the integration of career and technical education and academic instruction.  Integration helps the student realize the interface between the academic skills necessary to handle the skills they are learning in their career and technical education program.

5. Are there any page limits for the grant application?  If so, what are they?

6. If funding is for one year only, why must the action plan cover two years?

The grant is only for one year; however, the Division of Workforce Development (DWD) wants to see that the money used to start or upgrade programs will continue to be used.  The plan must include strategies for sustainability.
7. The grant application budget form DOE 101 requires object codes from certain specified publications.  Are any of these publications available online?  If not, who has access to these publications?

8. How will the grants be distributed (i.e., statewide or regional) and will the competition be regional or statewide?

Grants will be distributed regionally and the competitive process will be regional.
9. Will the grant funds all go to residential programs or day treatment programs?

Day treatment programs are not required to provide career and technical education; they are only required to provide Level 1 employability/life skills.  Only higher security levels of residential programs are required to offer career and technical education programs.
10. Can three sites be included in one grant?
Each site must write a grant with the school district.

11. Who will review the grants?

Grant readers will include selected personnel from juvenile justice sites statewide.
