Florida has just received notification that it is one of only 12 states that met its performance targets and is eligible for a performance incentive from the U.S. Department of Labor in cooperation with the U.S. Department of Education. To ensure that Florida continues to improve its performance and consistent with the requirements in the Perkins local applications, information on your district’s or college’s performance will be provided within a day or two.


Each district or college applying for Perkins funds is asked to review the performance improvement being requested.  Where performance improvements are being requested, identify activities or strategies that will be completed to enhance performance in that area.  


To receive funding in a timely manner, the Performance Measures Charts must be submitted to your regional team representative no later than June 19, 2002.  


As you wrap up reporting in the state reporting systems for the 2001-2002 year, it will be important to ensure that any data reporting problems that you discover on these charts are corrected for 2001-2002.  Not meeting targeted levels of performance may impact the requirements on how future federal funds may be used.
