II.
FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS

This Request for Proposal is issued pursuant to the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act (AEFLA) of 1998.  Specifically, Section 231 of the Act provides that the Florida Department of Education (DOE) shall provide grants to eligible recipients to provide services in (1) adult education and literacy, (2) family literacy, or (3) English literacy.  The focus of this program is to provide, on a voluntary basis, adult education and literacy services, including workplace literacy services. 

The U.S. Department of Education has developed and implemented a document entitled, General Terms, Assurances and Conditions for Participation in Federal and State Programs, to comply with:

· 34 CFR Part 76.301 of the Education Department General Administration Regulations (EDGAR) which requires local educational agencies to submit a common assurance for participation in federal programs funded by the U.S. Department of Education;

· applicable regulations of other federal agencies; and

· state regulations and laws pertaining to the expenditure of state funds.

In order to receive funding, applicants must have on file with the Florida  Department of Education, Office of the Comptroller, a signed statement by the agency head certifying applicant adherence to these General Assurances for Participation in State or Federal Programs. The complete text may be found at http://www.firn.edu/doe/bin00007/gbook.htm. (A hard copy is available upon request.)  

School Districts, Community Colleges, State Universities and State Agencies
The certification of adherence filed with the Florida Department of Education Comptroller’s Office shall remain in effect indefinitely unless a change occurs in federal or state law, or there are other changes in circumstances affecting a term, assurance, or condition; and does not need to be resubmitted with this application.

Private Colleges, Community-Based Organizations, and Other Governmental Agencies

Applicants must submit the complete packet with the application signed by the agency head certifying applicant adherence to the general terms, assurances, and conditions.  Please note that private colleges, community-based organizations, and other non-public agencies must also submit copies of the organization’s current budget, a list of its board of directors, and if available, a copy of its most recent annual audit report prepared by an independent certified public accountant licensed in this state.  These items must be submitted prior to the approval of a project award.

Funding Priorities

In accordance with the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act, the Florida Department of Education will make available an estimated $500,000 of federal funds for Special Population, Senior Adult Learners. Senior Adult Learners are defined as individuals who are senior citizens 55 years of age or older and hereafter referred to as “senior adult learners.”
The primary goal of Florida’s Adult education program is to promote literacy and reduce under-education among adults in Florida.  Basic educational skills are considered requisite to effective citizenship and productive employment.  The state will use its federal assistance to enhance, improve, and expand the delivery system for education services to under-educated and/or educationally disadvantaged adults ages 16 and over.  

The secondary goal of Florida’s adult education program is to reduce dropouts from Florida schools by co-enrolling secondary level students in adult education classes.  This will enable students to earn credits needed for them to qualify to graduate with their classmates.




National Priorities based on the Federal Adult Education and Family Literacy Act
It is the purpose of this Act to create a partnership among the federal government, states, and localities to provide, on a voluntary basis, adult education and literacy services in order to:

· Assist adults in becoming literate and obtaining the knowledge and skills necessary for employment and self-sufficiency;

· Assist adults who are parents in obtaining the educational skills necessary to become full partners in the educational development of their children; and 

· Assist adults in completing high school or equivalent.
State Priorities based on the Federal Adult Education and Family Act

· Provide educational services to adults who are functioning at the fifth grade level and below;

· Provide educational services to adults who are functioning at the eighth grade level and below;

· Provide English language courses for adults whose native language is other than English;

· Strengthen linkages with private sector employers and other agencies;

· Improve family literacy through adult/child learning; and

· Disseminate exemplary programs in adult education and family literacy

All recipients must submit a continuation application to be considered for funding for the second year.  Evaluation of the continuation applications will focus on the recipient’s progress in meeting or exceeding the performance measures in the first year.   All projects must comply with the General Terms, Assurances and Conditions for participation in Federal and State Programs.

III. STATE REQUIREMENTS

All funded projects will be based on performance with clearly defined measurable deliverables.  Performance measures were submitted for two (2) years in the original project application. Those measures must be adhered to during the second year of funding unless written corrections/changes are submitted with the continuation application and approved by the Department of Education.

Performance-Based Report of Deliverables and Invoice Schedule

To increase accuracy and ensure accountability, reports must be submitted by the appropriate dean or director.  Program coordinators may submit reports if a letter of authorization is on file with the Office of Grants Administration.  

For this second year of funding a mid-year report will be required on January 15, 2004 and an end-year report is due by July 15, 2004.  If at least 40% of the projected outcomes have not been accomplished at mid-year of the project, an additional report is due by April 16, 2004. This report will require a written improvement plan outlining how to close the gap in performance.  This requirement is to assist agencies in meeting projected goals and to avoid receiving unearned funds.

Applicants must complete Sections A and B of the Performance-Based Report of Deliverables and Invoice Schedule.  Community-based organizations must fill out Section C.  Use the 2003-2004 Performance-Based Report form (available on the DOE website:  www.firn.edu/doe/dwdgrants/grants.htm) to generate the schedule.  The schedule must indicate the core measure or measures addressed, the measurable goal or goals that will be obtained, as well as the student outcomes and/or products that will be delivered.  For each core measure, the student outcomes should be given in the total number of literacy completion points (LCPs) projected, and the cost per unit.  
Overpayment

If performances do not meet projected goals, resulting in overpayment, this overpayment must be returned to the Department of Education by August 20, 2004, along with the final FA 399.  Monitoring performance reports will assist institutions in avoiding overpayment.


Multi-Year Application

In accordance with Section 231 of the Act, a program application for eligible recipients will be awarded on a multi-year basis.  The definition of a multi-year program for the purpose of this Request for Proposal is 24 months. This application is for agencies that received Adult Education and Family Literacy-Senior Adult Learners funds for the 2002-2003 year and that are now applying for the continuation year of funding. No funds may be obligated prior to the approved budget period or after the project period ends.  All applicants must include the 2002-2003 project number on the DOE 100A form, Box A.

Monitoring

Pursuant to Section 224 of the Adult Education and Family Literacy Act of 1998, the state will evaluate the effectiveness of adult education and literacy activities based upon performance measures described in Section 212.

IV.  FISCAL REQUIREMENTS

The Department will allocate continuation funding, contingent on availability and previous year’s performance, based on the recipient’s award amount for the 2002-2003 year or less. All applications must provide a detailed budget narrative of the type of anticipated expenditures on the DOE 101 form.

Funding shall not supplant other state or local adult education and literacy funding.

Section 241(A) of the Act outlines the administrative provisions concerning supplanting.  In general, it states that the funds made available for adult education and literacy activities under this subtitle shall supplement and not supplant other state or local public funds expended for adult education and literacy activities.

Local Administrative Cost
Section 233(A) of the Act contains the requirements pertaining to local administrative costs. 

1.
Not less than 95% of the funds shall be expended for carrying out adult education and literacy activities. 

2.
The remaining amount, not to exceed 5%, may be used for:

· Planning

· Personnel development

· Interagency coordination

· Administration

For example, positions such as project coordinator, accountant, clerical staff, or other positions not directly servicing students are considered administrative.  Travel, equipment, and supplies for administrators are also considered administrative costs unless used for the purpose of providing personnel development directly related to program and/or students, and direct assistance to adult education and family literacy students.  Indirect costs are also considered administrative costs. 
Distribution of Funds

Funded recipients will receive their allocation via cash advance or payments based upon performance.

Federal Cash Advance: Federal cash advances will be made to school districts, state universities, community colleges, and other governmental agencies by state warrant or Electronic Fund Transfer for disbursements.  Requests for Federal Cash Advance must be made on the Electronic Federal Cash Advance Request System.

Performance-Based Funding:  Based on the Performance-Based Schedule of Payments, performance-based payments to community-based organizations will be distributed upon receipt of a properly prepared invoice and acceptance of units of deliverables by the Office of Workforce Education. 

V.  APPLICATION REVIEW CRITERIA

Eligibility for continuation funding is based on acceptable performance projections for the second year of the project and successful performance accomplishments and timely progress during the first year of the project.  Funding may be reduced based on final performance deliverables.

· Accomplishment of the projected performance deliverables/goals

· Completion of projected Core Indicator(s)

· Services provided to your target population consistent with your first year project plan

· Financial and non-financial cooperative agreements in place, if applicable

· Current budget expenditure level appropriate with project performance progress

· Management Information System (MIS) reporting outcomes and performances of project

· Meeting invoice and/or projected deliverable timelines as indicated by your Performance-Based Report/Schedule

· All required reports, forms and other requested documentation are submitted in a timely manner
