	Funded recipients will receive their allocation cash advance.  All applicants must provide a detailed budget description on the DOE 101, Budget Narrative Form.  The application is to include a budget for fiscal 2004-2005 only.  

Federal Cash Advance:  Cash advance funded projects allow the recipient to request cash as needed to pay outstanding obligations.  Cash is advanced through the “On Line Cash Advance Application” (D-502).  Expenditures for projects funded by federal cash advance should be reported utilizing the “On Line Disbursement Reporting Application” (D-503).  These expenditures should be reported as they occur until the 20th of each month.  The on-line system will be turned off on the 20th or the Friday before the weekend of the 20th of each month for adjustments and updating the state-wide accounting system.  “Final Project Disbursement Reports” (DOE 399) must be submitted by the date specified on the project award notification in complete detail by function and object. The review committee will use the judging criteria found in the Scoring Criteria section.  All applications must meet the minimum score of 70 to be considered for funding.  Total maximum points possible is 100.
Implementation Requirements
Funded projects must comply with all reporting and invoicing requirements, and amendment procedures (see Project Application and Amendment Procedures for Federal and State Programs Administered by the Department of Education, also known as the DOE Green Book) http://www.firn.edu/doe/comptroller/gbook.htm.
Monitoring provisions are applicable to all projects funded by the Department.  The state will evaluate the effectiveness of project activities based on established and approved performance goals.
