Q.  In the last solicitation, how many applications were submitted, and how many ultimately received funding?
A.  This is the first time offering for this funding.

Q.  What was the average award size in the last round of funding?
A.  This is the first time offering for this funding.
Q.  What percentage of matching resources did successful applicants typically provide in the past?
A.  This is the first time offering for this funding.
Q.  Does the program prefer cash, in-kind, or a mixture of matching resources?
A.  The type of match is at the discretion of the applicant.

Q.  Why was the proposal response time so short?

A.  Department requirement for competitive web postings is 30-45 days from the proposal due date.  This RFP was posted December 5, 2006, and is due January 8, 2007.

Q.  How many applications do you expect to receive and how much do you think each application will be awarded?
A.  We do not know how many applications we will receive.  Three million dollars was appropriated for this project.
Q.  Is this for an existing career and technical program?
A.  This matching grant program was established to create one or more secondary charter technical centers
Q.  Is a city (Pembroke Pines) eligible to apply?

A.  Yes, municipal partnerships are eligible to apply.
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
