Regarding the RFP to fund DJJ (Residential) Career and Technical Training, is it permissible to use funds to implement a Building Construction Technology Program in one of our residential facilities?  The funds would be used for non-personnel costs.  If so, is it permissible to use funds to purchase materials to have the students construct their classroom, storage building, etc?

 
ANSWER:  
Pursuant to the U.S. Office of Budget and Management (OMB) Circular A-87, Attachment B Section (15) (b) (1) & (3)


(1)”Capital expenditures for general purpose equipment, buildings, and land are unallowable as direct charges, except where approved in advance by awarding agency.”

(3)“Capital expenditures for improvements to land, buildings, or equipment which materially increase their value or useful life are unallowable as a direct cost except with the prior approval of the awarding agency.”

QUESTION (Posted 10/03/06): 
Is it permissible to seek funding through the Perkins/DJJ Grant to 1) implement a career and technical education program, e.g., Building Construction Technology and 2) use those funds to purchase the necessary equipment, materials, books/manuals, classroom instructional aides to implement such a program?

ANSWER:
Yes to both 1) and 2).

In addition to adhering to the program purpose and criteria outlined in the RFP, also refer to specific program and fiscal requirements in the following:
