· No, as stated in the award letter (DOE-200), the last date to incur expenditures and issue purchase orders for Fiscal year 2005-2006 is June 30, 2006.

· Refer to U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular #87 (Attachment B) (1)(f), unallowable advertising and public relations costs include the following:

 

(1)   All advertising and public relations costs other than as specified in subsections c, d, and e;

(2)   Costs of meeting, conventions, convocations, or other events related to other activities of the government units, including:

a.       Costs of displays, demonstrations, and exhibits;

b.      Costs of meeting rooms, hospitality suites, and other special facilities used in conjunction with shows and other special events; and

c.       Salaries and wages of employees engaged in settings up and displaying exhibits, making demonstration, and providing briefing;

(3)   Costs of promotional items and memorabilia, including models, gifts and souvenirs;

(4)   Costs of advertising and public relations designed solely to promote the governmental unit.
When writing the continuation for Adult Education projects, for Geographical and EL Civics, do we write it for the allocated amount and a separate request for the additional funding?

· For projects with a roll-forward allocation, complete a separate DOE101 for the 06-07 allocation and a DOE 101 for the roll-forward amount. 
Is there a required increase for Adult Education goals on the 2006-2007 projects?

· In accordance with the Rule for Applications, “Projected goals must be increased from the previous year’s goals for continued funding.  Note:  If deliverables are reduced, a corresponding reduction in funding may occur.”

What exactly are we supposed to do for the private schools?

· For program year 2006-2007 continuation grant recipients have been afforded the latitude from FLDOE to omit section entitled, “Equitable Services for Private School Participation.”  However, you are allowed to develop articulation agreements between a school district and a private post-secondary institution. 
What is the difference between the performance-based project deliverable form and the student performance form? 
· The performance-based project deliverables form lists the specific projected number of outcomes to be achieved for the project as a whole. The student performance form provides generic language applicable to the outcomes produced for the grant.    

What are the testing exceptions for the lower levels of ESOL (e.g., checklist)?

Is there a personnel activity report (PAR) form for part-time personnel?

· Pursuant to the U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular #87 (Attachment B) (8)(h),(4)(5), the following are standards regarding time distribution in addition to the standards of payroll documentation:
(4) Where employees work on multiple activities or cost objectives, a distribution of their salaries or wages will be supported by personnel activities reports or equivalent documentation which meets the standards in subsection (5) unless a statistical sampling system (see subsection 6) or other substitute system has been approved by the cognizant federal agency. http://www.whitehouse.gov/omb/circulars/
How do we reflect personnel activity report (PAR) for part-time hourly?

· Pursuant to the U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular #87 (Attachment B) (8)(h),(5), the personnel activity reports or equivalent documentation must meet the following standards:

(a) They must reflect an after the fact distribution of the actual activity of each employee,

(b) They must account for the total activity, for which each employee is compensated,

(c) They must be prepared at least monthly and must coincide with one or more pay periods, and

(d) They must be signed by the employee.

(e) Budget estimates or other distribution percentages determined before the services are performed do not qualify as support for charges to Federal awards by may be used for interim accounting purposes.

What are the exact proposed dates for monitoring visits based on Drive-In Workshop slide #35?

What are the completion requirements for the new “Service Delivery Form,” in the application packet?

· In accordance with the RFA, agencies are merely required to submit the service delivery form – without any modifications – with their continuation application.  

How should we reflect the new instructional method in the narrative for the Adult Education continuation application? 

· The RFA requires a response to narrative items 1-4, typed in 12-point font and double spaced.  There is a three page maximum for the narrative portion of the application package.  Hence references to modifications such as ‘new’ instructional methods can be addressed in your explanation of how the project will address the State’s reading initiatives and Support for one or more of the (SBE) Strategic Imperatives. Given the page limitations, the narrative will need to be concise and to the point.

Is the Grants Administration Office going to conduct a reporting requirements workshop for new grant recipients at the annual Adult and Community Education (ACE) Conference?

Are we allowed to make the required performance increase, given the roll funds on EL Civics in just the secondary performance area only?

· In accordance with the RFA the projected goals must be increased from the previously submitted goals for continued funding with a primary focus on Primary Core Measure Number 1.  
Are we allowed to use middle school populations for our Tech Prep students?

· Pursuant Carl Perkins Act of 1998 (Section 315) Limitation for Certain Student: “No funds received under this Act may be used to provide vocational and technical education programs to students prior to the seventh grade, except that equipment and facilities purchased with funds under this Act may be used by such students.” 
What are DOE's State Leadership priorities for Perkins and Adult Ed. funds?

Regarding Geographic and Civics Roll-forward funds, should 'indirect cost' be reported on each budget being submitted?  Are performance projections based on the combined total of base allocation AND roll-forward?  What about impact on UNIT COST per measure?  What prevents the unusually high unit cost from being held against us - by DOE, federal and/or state auditors, etc? 

· Indirect cost should be reflected on both the DOE 101s for Regular Continuation and roll forward funds.  The performance projections should be based on the combined total. The department is fully aware of the potential impact on unit cost, and agencies shall be held harmless for the effect of the roll one time additional allocation.
Will two DOE 499s be required on projects where ‘roll-forward’ was included in the application? 

· In accordance with the section entitled Funding Method in the RFAs the final DOE 499 must be submitted to the FLDOE by August 20, 2007.  One DOE 499 per project number will suffice.

Can the PowerPoint slides used for the workshops be posted on our website with the various internet links 'activated' for easy reference?

With new state articulation agreements, can the consortium count as a local agreement? 

· No, because statewide articulation agreements are statewide and they are not unique to the local consortium.   
If I receive less than $15,000, can I have a back-to-back waiver (one year to the next)? 
· The agency must apply annually for a waiver on Perkins Projects.
Are their “Continuation Grants” for Succeed Florida?
