Funding Purpose/Priorities
The purpose of the SUCCEED Florida—Teacher Certification initiative is to increase the capacity of teacher certification/preparation programs at public and private postsecondary educational institutions in order to produce more teachers to enter the workforce in Florida.  

Allowable Expenses: Funds awarded for this grant may be used for items that will directly impact the students including, but not limited to: personnel, professional development, student services, scholarships, financial assistance to students, instructional equipment, laboratory equipment, supplies, simulation hardware and software or other expenses (excluding new construction) associated with increasing student capacity.

The funds for this grant are non-recurring.  Funds can be used for recurring costs (such as faculty) only if a plan is in place to utilize other funding sources to continue the program following the grant period.

Funds must be used to support new students and not to supplant current funding or students.  Institutions applying for funds shall not reduce funding or the current level of enrollment in its existing program.  Any such reduction will result in a pro rata reduction in funding.

Advance Payment – Upon receipt of the Project Award Notification, up to 25% of the total award may be advanced for the first payment period.  To receive subsequent payments, 90% of previous expenditures must be documented and approved by the Department.

Fiscal Requirements

Supporting documentation for expenditures is required for all funding methods. Examples of such documentation include: invoices with check numbers verifying payment, and/or bank statements; all or any of which must be available upon request.

Indirect costs shall only apply to federal projects.  State agencies, state universities, and state community colleges must comply with Section 216.346, Florida Statutes, which states “in any contract between state agencies, including any contract involving the Division of Colleges and Universities or the Division of Community colleges, the agency receiving the contract or grant moneys shall charge no more than 5% of the total cost of the contract or grant for overhead or indirect costs or any other costs not required for the payment of direct costs.”  Restrictions to the amount or percentage that can be charged to a project’s administration, which may include indirect costs will be specified in the approved project award notification or amendment approval where applicable.
