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	Q.
	In the past we have been able to submit up to three proposals.  We have seven different facilities for which our school system provides educational services.  May we work with more than one?


	A.
	There is no stipulation in the RFP that prohibits an agency from working with multiple sites with the school district; it is therefore a local decision.


	Q.
	Can short-term DJJ facilities apply for this grant or is it still limited to long-term facilities?


	A.
	The RFP did not specify whether participating facilities had to be either short or long term.


	Q.
	Our county’s DJJ youth facility operates through and is managed by the Division of Forestry.  Our school district assists with the educational needs of the facility.  Would the Forestry Camp be eligible to apply for the grant or is the school district able to write the grant on their behalf?


	A.
	In accordance with the RFP, Eligible Applicants are School Districts in a Cooperative Agreement with Department of Juvenile Justice programs.
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
