What were you trying to change?

In 2005 — 06 JHS had 460 referrals for disciplinary problems.

What were the results?

As of the end of May, we only have 160 referrals for this schools year.

What were the systemic changes?

Faculty and staff have a better awareness of positive behavior strategies to impact and reinforce good behavior.

Students were also more aware of their behavior and were able to manage more self-control than in the previous year.
