New Rule 6A-1.0019, F.A.C., will set forth requirements relating to threat management, a 
process by which school districts, K-12 schools, charter school governing boards, and 
charter schools identify, assess, manage, and monitor potential and real threats to student 
safety. The proposed rule outlines requirements for school district policies, procedures for 
transitioning from the Comprehensive School Threat Assessment Guidelines to the new 
Florida Harm Prevention and Threat Management Model, specific roles and responsibilities, 
training and reporting requirements, and the Florida Harm Prevention and Threat 
Management Model Manual and Threat Management Instrument.
