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INTRODUCTION 
 
 
Financial Profiles of Florida School Districts provides information about revenues and 
expenditures of school districts in Florida. Revenues by source and expenditures by 
function and object are detailed in this document. Additional information related to the 
financial picture of school districts is also provided. 
 
These financial profiles are grouped into sections. The first section identifies sources of 
revenues, expenditure type, program cost information, and major revenue classifications 
of each school district. Next, this document contains revenues and other financing 
sources information for governmental funds; expenditures and other financing uses 
information for governmental funds; and miscellaneous information relating to 
proprietary funds, long-term liabilities, and major revenue classifications. 
 
Item descriptions follow the financial information. These descriptions identify 
classification of revenue (federal, state, and local) and expenditures (current, capital 
outlay, and debt service); fund groupings and descriptions; and specific column 
explanations. 
 
Changes made in the 2007-2008 profiles from the previous year include the following: 
 

• Descriptions of the tables following this introduction and preceding the district 
pages. These tables provide information on revenue, expenditures, full-time 
equivalent (FTE) students, and the Florida Education Finance Program (FEFP).

• Summarization of expenditure categories in the permanent fund. Since most of 
the functional expenditures are not used in the permanent fund, expenditures are 
grouped as instruction, instructional support, administrative support, etc. 

• New long-term liability for Other Post-Employment Benefits.

FUNDING AND MISCELLANEOUS TABLES 
 
The following descriptions refer to the tables presented at the beginning of the financial profiles book. 
 
REVENUE PER UFTE: This table presents the revenue per unweighted full-time equivalent (UFTE) 
student by revenue source. The revenue per UFTE is calculated by totaling revenue for all governmental 
funds less adult revenues, such as federal Adult General Education grants, state Workforce Development 
and Adults with Disabilities programs, and local adult educational fees. 
 
CURRENT EXPENDITURES PER K-12 UFTE: This table presents current expenditures per UFTE 
for all governmental funds except the permanent fund. Current expenditures are those necessary for the 
activities of operating the school district on a day-to-day basis. Expenditures for capital projects and debt 
service are excluded. 
 
FEFP PROGRAM WEIGHTS: Program weights are used in the Florida Education Finance Program 
(FEFP) to fund student education. Program cost factors are determined by the Legislature and represent 
relative cost differences among educational programs. These cost factors are used to determine weighted 
full-time equivalent students for the actual funding for Florida school districts. 
 
FLORIDA EDUCATION FINANCE PROGRAM: The FEFP is the primary mechanism for funding 
the operating costs of Florida school districts. A key feature of the FEFP is that it bases financial support 
for education upon the individual student participating in a particular educational program rather than 
upon the number of teachers or classrooms. These FEFP tables present a summary of programs funded 
through the FEFP for the school year and are derived from the FEFP Final Calculation. For more 
information of funding for Florida school districts, go to http://www.fldoe.org/fefp/. 
 
SCHOOL DISTRICT MILLAGE RATES: On average, Florida school districts derive more than 50 
percent of total revenue from local sources, the majority coming from school district taxes levied by each 
school district. In order for school districts to participate in the FEFP mentioned above, the district must 
levy for local taxes to support educational programs. Taxes levied may be for operational, capital, and 
debt service expenditures. 
 
OPERATING TAX MILLAGE AND PROPERTY VALUES: This table calculates the required local 
effort used in the FEFP funding model. It is based upon 95 percent of the certified tax roll times the sum 
of the operating millages levied. 
 
ALL GOVERNMENTAL FUNDS REVENUES: This table is a summary of revenue sources for all 
governmental funds of Florida school districts found within the district pages (see pages 17 through 85). 
 
UFTE BY PROGRAM: This table presents the UFTE by each educational program that is funded in the 
FEFP. The total UFTE is the amount used to calculate revenues and expenditures in the above-mentioned 
tables and the district pages.

FINANCIAL PROFILES OF FLORIDA SCHOOL DISTRICTS: 
 
The following descriptions refer to data found on the district profile pages and are in the same order as the 
items appear on the fiscal data pages. NOTE: Due to rounding, percentages may not total 100% in all 
cases. 
 
REVENUES: This section details total revenue from federal, state, and local sources and includes 
revenues from the General Fund, Special Revenue Funds, Debt Service Funds, Capital Projects Funds, 
and the Permanent Fund. Also shown are percentages of federal, state, and local revenue to total revenue. 
Other financing sources such as incoming transfers or proceeds from issuance of debt are not included. 
 
EXPENDITURES: This section includes expenditures from the General Fund, Special Revenue Funds, 
Debt Service Funds, Capital Projects Funds, and the Permanent Fund. 
 

Total Current Expenditures: The total amount expended by the district for everyday operation 
and maintenance of the schools. This includes food service and community service expenditures 
but excludes debt service and all capital outlay, except library books. 
 
Total Capital Outlay: The total amount expended in the acquisition or replacement of fixed 
assets including land, land improvements, buildings, fixed equipment, remodeling, furniture, 
fixtures, equipment, motor vehicles, and audio-visual materials. 
 
Total Debt Service: The total amount expended for redemption of principal and interest on serial 
bonds and loans, including expenditures for dues, fees, and other miscellaneous expenditures. 
 
Total Expenditures All Funds: The total amount expended for current expenditures, capital 
outlay, and debt service. 

 
GENERAL FUND EXPENDITURES BY PROGRAM: This section identifies certain costs associated 
with the educational programs. Only General Fund expenditures are represented to reflect the funding 
calculations of the Florida Education Finance Program. Food service, transportation, capital outlay, and 
debt service are not included in this presentation to arrive at the total costs and expenditures per full-time 
equivalent student. 
 
MAJOR STATE CATEGORICAL AND SPECIAL ALLOCATION REVENUES: In addition to 
general support of education, the state allocates funds to a number of specific programs. Listed here are 
the funds allocated to specific areas of interest in the overall educational program. Definitions for each of 
these programs can be found later in this appendix under FISCAL DATA, items 4.1 through 4.14. 
 
FISCAL DATA: This section includes revenues and expenditures/expenses from the seven fund types 
described below. Account numbers referenced in the following pages are identified in the Financial and 
Program Cost Accounting and Reporting for Florida Schools (Red Book) manual. The chart of accounts 
has been adapted from the United States Department of Education’s Financial Accounting for Local and 
State School Systems publication, which establishes a comprehensive and uniform structure for reporting 
education fiscal data. 
 
A fund is defined as a fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts recording cash 
and other financial resources, together with all related liabilities and residual equities or balances, and 
changes therein, that are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific activities or attaining certain 
objectives in accordance with special regulations, restrictions, or limitations. Funds can further be 
described as governmental fund types and proprietary fund types. Governmental fund types include the 
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general fund, special revenue funds, debt service funds, capital projects funds, and permanent funds. 
Proprietary fund types include internal service funds and enterprise funds. 
 
Activities within the funds are detailed either as sources – revenues and other financing sources, including 
beginning fund balance – or uses – expenditures/expenses and other financing uses, including ending 
fund balance. Expenditures in governmental funds are detailed both by function and by object. Function 
classifications indicate the overall purpose or objective of an expenditure. Functions are group-related 
activities aimed at accomplishing a major service or regulatory responsibility. The activities of a Florida 
local school system are classified into five broad areas: Instruction, Instructional Support, General 
Support, Community Service, and Non-Program Charges (capital projects and debt service). Object 
classifications indicate the type of goods or services obtained as a specific expenditure. The seven object 
categories are: Salaries, Employee Benefits, Purchased Services, Energy Services, Material and Supplies, 
Capital Outlay, and Other (including debt service). 
 
The General Fund is used to account for all financial resources except those required to be accounted for 
in another fund. This is the primary operating fund of school districts. 
 
Special Revenue Funds report proceeds of specific revenue sources (other than for major capital 
projects) that are legally restricted to expenditure for specified purposes. Generally, these moneys cannot 
be diverted to other uses. Use of special revenue funds is required only when legally mandated. Special 
revenue funds may also be used, but not required, when school districts track revenue and expenditure of 
specific, often non-recurring, programs. These profiles combine federal programs and miscellaneous 
special revenue funds into one grouping, Special Revenue Funds – Other. The second special revenue 
fund within the profiles is the food service fund. This fund accounts for both federal and state funding of 
food service to public schools. Also included are fees received from the sale of meals and other related 
food service activities, including receipts from other agencies or projects for meals provided under 
contract to various groups or agencies. 
 
Debt Service Funds account for the accumulation of resources for, and the payment of, general long-
term debt principal and interest. 
 
Capital Projects Funds report financial resources used for the acquisition or construction of major 
capital facilities and other fixed assets. Examples include: land, buildings, motor vehicles, furniture, 
fixtures, and equipment. Funding sources include federal, state, and local revenues, including tax levies, 
and other financing sources, including the sale of bonds or other capital financing instruments. 
 
The Permanent Fund is used to account for resources that are legally restricted to the extent that only 
earnings, and not principal, may be used for purposes that support the government's programs. 
 
Internal Service Funds account for the financing of goods or services provided by one unit of the school 
district to other units of the school district, or to other school districts, on a cost reimbursement basis. 
 
Enterprise Funds account for operations that are financed and operated in a manner similar to private 
business enterprises. For example: self-insurance consortium.

1.5 Governmental Funds Meal Service Program Funds: Revenues and the fair market value of 

donated commodities received through the state from the National School Lunch Act and the 
Child Nutrition Act (all 326X accounts). 

 
1.6 Governmental Funds Other Federal Through State: Revenues received through the state from 

the Job Training Partnership Act, Vocational Rehabilitation Act, and other federal acts (all 32XX 
accounts not otherwise specified). 

 
1.7 Governmental Funds Total Federal Through State and Local: All revenues received from the 

federal government indirectly through the state and local entities – the sum of Columns 1.2, 1.3, 
1.4, 1.5, and 1.6 (all 32XX accounts). 

 
1.8 Governmental Funds Total Federal: All revenues received from the federal government – sum 

of Columns 1.1 and 1.7 (all 31XX and 32XX accounts). 
 
1.9 Florida Education Finance Program (FEFP): Revenues received from the state pursuant to 

Chapter 1011, Part II, F.S. (Account 3310). (This column is identical to Column 1.27 found only 
in the General Fund.) 

 
1.10 Governmental Funds Categorical Program and Special Allocation Revenues: Revenues 

received from the state for special allocations and categorical programs such as Florida Teachers 
Lead Program, Instructional Materials, Discretionary Lottery Funds, Transportation, Class Size 
Reduction, School Recognition, Excellent Teaching, Preschool Projects, and Public Education 
Capital Outlay (various 33XX accounts). Additional categorical program revenues are included in 
Columns 4.1 through 4.14, and are not included in this total. These programs are earmarked 
through the Florida Education Finance Program and are included in the total for Column 1.9. 

 
1.11 Governmental Funds Racing Commission Funds: Revenues received from the state race track 

sources allocated by law (Account 3341). 
 
1.12 Governmental Funds Other State: Revenues received from the state government not otherwise 

specified such as Other Capital Outlay and Debt Service, State Forest, State License Tax, and 
other state sources (all 33XX accounts not otherwise specified). 

 
1.13 Governmental Funds Total State: All revenues received from the state government – sum of 

Columns 1.9, 1.10, 1.11, and 1.12 (all 33XX accounts). 
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1.14 Governmental Funds District School Taxes: All revenues received from local property taxes, 
which include millage levies for operation, capital improvements, and debt retirement; and local 
sales tax referendums (all 341X accounts). 

 
1.15 Governmental Funds Interest, Gain, and Change in Fair Value on Investments: Interest 

received from investments in interest-bearing accounts or instruments. Also, gains from the sale 
of investments and the net increase or decrease in the fair value on investments (all 343X 
accounts). 

 
1.16 Governmental Funds Other Local: All revenues received from local government not included 

in District School Taxes and Interest/Investment income, such as tuition, fees, rent, food sales, tax 
redemptions, federal indirect cost rate, and other sources (all 34XX accounts not otherwise 
specified). 

 
1.17 Governmental Funds Total Local: All revenues received from local government – the sum of 

Columns 1.14, 1.15, and 1.16 (all 34XX accounts). 
 
1.18 Governmental Funds Total Federal, State, and Local Revenues: All revenues received from 

federal, state, and local governments – the sum of Columns 1.8, 1.13, and 1.17 (all accounts 3100 
through 3499). 

 
1.19 Governmental Funds Other Financing Sources: Governmental fund general long-term debt 

proceeds, amounts equal to the present value of minimum lease payments arising from capital 
leases, proceeds from the sale of general fixed assets, and insurance proceeds (all 37XX 
accounts). 

 
1.20 Governmental Funds Transfers In: Amounts that are transferred between funds administered 

by the same board of education that are other financing sources of the receiving fund (all 36XX 
accounts). 

 
1.21 Governmental Funds Total Other Financing Sources and Transfers In: Sum of Columns 

1.19 and 1.20 (all Accounts 3600 through 3799). 
 
1.22 Governmental Funds Beginning Fund Balances: Amounts reported as beginning fund balances 

(Account 2800). 
 
1.23 Governmental Funds Adjustments: Adjustments to increase or decrease the beginning fund 

balances. Examples are prior period adjustments and residual equity transfers (Account 2891). 
 
1.24 Governmental Funds Total Revenues, Other Financing Sources and Transfers In, 

Beginning Fund Balances, and Adjustments: The sum of Columns 1.18, 1.21, 1.22, and 1.23.

2.6 Governmental Funds Instruction Related Technology: All expenditures for technology 

activities and services for the purpose of supporting instruction. Specifically, costs associated 
with the operation and support of computer learning labs, media center computer labs, 
instructional technology centers, instructional networks, and similar operations should be 
captured under this code (Function 6500). 

 
2.7 Governmental Funds Total Instructional Support Services: All expenditures for Instructional 

Support Services that include Pupil Personnel, Instructional Media, Instruction and Curriculum 
Development, Instructional Staff Training Services, and Instruction Related Technology – the 
sum of Columns 2.2 through 2.6 (all 6XXX functions). 

 
2.8 Governmental Funds School Board: All expenditures for activities of the school board as 

defined in Chapter 1001, F.S., (Function 7100). 
 
2.9 Governmental Funds General Administration: All expenditures for activities performed by the 

superintendent and the deputy, associate, assistant superintendents, and clerical staff to direct and 
manage the activities of the school district, unless these activities can be placed properly into 
another of the service areas that follow (Function 7200). 

 
2.10 Governmental Funds School Administration: All expenditures for activities performed by a 

principal, assistant principals, and clerical staff to direct and manage the activities of a particular 
school (Function 7300). 

 
2.11 Governmental Funds Facilities Acquisition and Construction (Non-Capitalized): 

Expenditures for activities concerned with the acquisition of land and buildings including site 
improvement, the construction of buildings and additions (including remodeling), and the 
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installation of built-in equipment that do not meet the criteria for capitalization as determined by 
the district (Function 7410; and Object 610, library books, in the Capital Projects Funds). 

 
2.12 Governmental Funds Fiscal Services: All expenditures for activities concerned with the fiscal 

operations of the school district (Function 7500). 
 
2.13 Governmental Funds Food Services: All expenditures for activities concerned with obtaining 

and providing food to pupils and staff in the school district (Function 7600). 
 
2.14 Governmental Funds Central Services: All expenditures for activities concerned with 

supporting other activities. For example: planning, research, development, evaluation, 
information, staff, statistical, data processing, and other internal services (Function 7700). 

 
2.15 Governmental Funds Pupil Transportation Services: All expenditures for activities having as 

their purpose the conveyance of pupils between home and school or on trips for curricular or co-
curricular activities (Function 7800). 

 
2.16 Governmental Funds Operation of Plant: All expenditures for activities concerned with 

keeping the physical plant open and ready for use (Function 7900). 
 
2.17 Governmental Funds Maintenance of Plant: All expenditures for activities concerned with 

keeping the buildings and equipment in their original condition of completeness or efficiency 
through repairs (Function 8100). 

 
2.18 Governmental Funds Administrative Technology Services: All expenditures that support the 

school district’s information technology systems, including supporting administrative networks, 
maintaining administrative information systems, and processing data for administrative and 
managerial purposes. These activities include costs associated with the administration and 
supervision of technology personnel, systems planning and analysis, systems application 
development, systems operations, network support services, hardware maintenance and support 
services, and other technology-related administrative costs (Function 8200). 

 
2.19 Governmental Funds Total General Support Services: All expenditures for General Support 

Services, which include Board of Education, General Administration, School Administration, 
Facilities Acquisition and Construction (non-capitalized), Fiscal Services, Food Services, Central 
Services, Pupil Transportation Services, Operation of Plant, Maintenance of Plant, and 
Administrative Technology Services – the sum of Columns 2.8 through 2.18, inclusive (all 7XXX 
and 8XXX functions except Function 7420; Object 610, library books, in the Capital Projects 
Funds).

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2.23 Governmental Funds Capital Outlay (Capitalized): All expenditures for the Capital Projects 
Funds for the acquisition of fixed assets or additions to fixed assets. For example: land and land 
improvements, buildings, fixed equipment, remodeling, furniture, fixtures, equipment, motor 
vehicles, and audio-visual materials that meet criteria for capitalization as determined by the 
district (Functions 7420 and 9300; and all 6XX objects in the Capital Projects Funds except 
Object 610, library books).

by the district (Object 400). 
 
2.34 Governmental Funds Materials and Supplies: Amounts expended for material and supply 

items of an expendable nature that are consumed, worn out, or deteriorated in use as well as for 
items that lose their identity through fabrication or incorporation into different or more complex 
units or substances. For example: supplies, textbooks, periodicals, gas, oil, grease, repair parts, 
tires, tubes, food, and commodities (Object 500). 
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2.35 Governmental Funds Capital Outlay (Non-capitalized): Amounts expended for the acquisition 
of fixed assets or addition to fixed assets, such as land and land improvements, buildings, fixed 
equipment, remodeling, furniture, fixtures, equipment, motor vehicles, library books, and audio-
visual materials that do not meet the criteria for capitalization as determined by the district 
(Object 600 except Functions 7420 and 9300 in the General Fund, Special Revenue Funds, Debt

2.36 Governmental Funds Capital Outlay (Capitalized): Amounts expended for capital outlay 

items that are of material value having a useful life of more than one year. These include fixed 
assets or additions to fixed assets.

(non-consumable) that meet the criteria for capitalization as determined by the district (Functions

classified. For example: redemption of principal, interest, and dues and fees (Function 9200).

3.37 Liability for Compensated Absences: Amounts owed to employees for unpaid vacation and sick 

leave liabilities based on the right to receive compensation for future absences attributable to 
services already rendered (Account 2330). 

 
3.38 Certificates of Participation Payable: Obligations resulting from the issuance of certificates of 

participation, a financing instrument that provides the issuer with cash to finance construction or 
capital acquisitions (Account 2340). 

 
3.39 Estimated Liability for Long-Term Claims: Amounts due for long-term claims that are not 

otherwise classified, including estimates of insurance claims and judgments (Account 2350). 
 
3.40 Other Post-Employment Benefits Payable: The actuarial calculation for other post-employment 

benefits (OPEB) net of funded amounts, resulting in a net obligation (Account 2360). 
 
3.41 Estimated PECO Advance Payable: Obligation for the repayment of Public Education Capital 

Outlay (PECO) funds received pursuant to Section 1013.64(2), F.S. (Account 2370). 
 
3.42 Other Long-Term Liabilities: (Account 2380). 
 
3.43 Total Long-Term Liabilities: The sum of Columns 3.34 through 3.42 (all 23XX accounts). 
 
 
MAJOR STATE CATEGORICAL AND SPECIAL ALLOCATION REVENUES: 
 
4.1 Class Size Reduction Capital Funds: Capital outlay funds received in accordance with Section 

1013.735, F.S., Classrooms for Kids Program, and Section 1013.736, F.S., District Effort 
Recognition Program. 

 
4.2 Class Size Reduction Operating Funds: Revenues received in accordance with Section 

1011.685, F.S., to be used to reduce class size in any lawful manner if the district has not met the 
constitutional maximums or the reduction of two students per year. 

 
4.3 Comprehensive K-12 Reading Plan: These revenues are provided as part of a district-wide 

system of research-based reading instruction used for providing highly qualified reading coaches, 
training teachers in scientifically based reading instruction, providing summer reading camps, 
providing instructional materials that are grounded in scientifically based reading research, and 
providing intensive interventions for middle and high school students reading below grade level 
in accordance with Section 1011.62(9), F.S. 

 
4.4 District Discretionary Lottery Funds: This general-purpose funding is allocated from the 

Educational Enhancement Trust Fund pursuant to appropriation by the Legislature. 
 
4.5 Excellent Teaching: These state revenues are used to fund monetary incentives and bonuses, 

including the employer’s share of payroll taxes and retirement contributions, for teachers who 
qualify for national board certification in accordance with Section 1012.72, F.S. (Dale Hickam 
Excellent Teaching Program). 

 
4.6 Teachers Lead: These state funds are to be disbursed in the form of stipends to classroom 



 
teachers for materials and supplies to be used by students assigned to the teachers pursuant to 
Section 1012.71, F.S. 

 
4.7 Instructional Materials: This funding is allocated for instructional materials for student 

membership in basic and special programs in grades K-12 and will provide for growth and 
maintenance needs pursuant to Section 1011.67, F.S. 

 
4.8 Public Education Capital Outlay: These capital outlay funds are derived from the Gross 

Receipts Tax and are distributed based upon cash flow needs for projects rather than in a lump 
sum or annual disbursement pursuant to Section 1013.65, F.S.  

 
4.9 Preschool Projects: Programs and initiatives for these state revenues are designed to provide 

funding and services in local communities to children from birth to five years of age and their 
families. Such programs include Prekindergarten Early Intervention, Florida First Start, 
Collaborative Partnership Incentives, Migrant Pre-School, and Regional Assistance. 

 
4.10 Safe Schools: State revenues used for programs like after school programs for middle school 

students, other improvements to enhance the learning environment, alternative school programs 
for adjudicated youth, and other improvements to make the school a safe place to learn. 

 
4.11 School Recognition: Funding for the School Recognition Program awarded to schools that 

sustain high performance or demonstrate substantial improvement in student performance, 
pursuant to Section 1008.36, F.S. 

 
4.12 Student Transportation: These state revenues are provided for student transportation pursuant 

to Section 1011.68, F.S. 
 
4.13 Supplemental Academic Instruction: This state funding is used to implement remedial 

instruction required by Section 1008.25, F.S. Funding may also be used for, but is not limited to, 
modified curriculum, reading instruction, after school instruction, tutoring, mentoring, class size 
reduction, extended school year, and intensive skills development in summer school. 

 
4.14 Voluntary Pre-Kindergarten Program: Funding in accordance with Article IX, Section 1(b) 

and (c), Constitution of the State of Florida, to provide every four-year old child in Florida a high 
quality pre-kindergarten learning opportunity in the form of an early childhood development and 
education program, designed to address and enhance each child's ability to make age appropriate 
progress in an appropriate range of settings in the development of language and cognitive 
capabilities and emotional, social, regulatory, and moral capacities through education in basic 
skills.
