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Reporting your Concerns – Best Practices 
1. Share as much detailed information as you 

can. 
2. Don’t wait for proof. Reasonable suspicion is 

enough to make a report. 
3. Never approach or confront the suspected 

trafficker. 
Employees of the public school system are statutorily
required to report if they have a suspicion of human 
trafficking. 
s. 1006.481(1)(d), F.S. “…requires that suspicion of human 
trafficking of a child be reported to the Department of 
Children and Families or the Florida Human Trafficking 
Hotline at either entity’s designated telephone number.”

Reasonable suspicion is the belief must be based on specific and articulable facts rather than just a vague hunch. Reasonable suspicion is defined in s. 901.151(2), F.S., “Whenever any law enforcement officer of this state encounters any person under circumstances which reasonably indicate that such person has committed, is committing, or is about to commit a violation of the criminal laws of this state or the criminal ordinances of any municipality or county, the officer may temporarily detain such person for the purpose of ascertaining the identity of the person temporarily detained and the circumstances surrounding the person’s presence abroad which led the officer to believe that the person had committed, was committing, or was about to commit a criminal offense.”
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Responding and Reporting – Supporting 
Youth After Reporting 

1. Connect the youth with helpful resources. 
2. Create a safe, stable environment. 
3. Support healing through positive outlets.
